above all in the vigor or the daring
found in his reform tasks and in his

feeling for the people. Besides, I believe
that within the economic reforms, the
most durable will be the modern indus­
trialization of Mexico, the only one that
was not spectacular in his time. Finally,
I don'tbelieve in the efficacy of the re­

form introduced by Cárdenas in the

composition of the directorate of the
official party-that is, to give to the

army a position equal to that of the

peasants and industrial workers. I know
that my opinion conflicts with that pre­
viously expressed by a specialist in
Latin American militarism. Even so, my
reflection continues to appear correct: if
the Mexican army had agreed to accept
resolutions of the official party which
were taken by majority vote, it appears
unquestionable that the army would
have lost its danger forever; but this

danger is born from the fact that the

military man does not respect the rules
of the democratic game. My reflection is

proven by the fact that, eliminated

shortly from that directorate, the mili­

tary has continued abstaining from

political participation.

Hamill's volume is divided into three

parts: an inquiry into the theories

about and origins of dictatorship; the
dictator in the nineteenth century; and
the dictator in the twentieth century.
Some are case studies of individual

strongmen, some examine the phe­
nomenon more broadly. The collection

has several weaknesses. In his introduc­
tion Hamill rejects the notion of any
sort of progression or development of
caudillo types throughout the area, and
warns that categories that apply to one

country may not apply to another at the
same time in history. Well and good,
but if this is true we may well ask why
the editor divided his book by time

sequences. A second failure of the vol­

ume is the omission of material on

Brazil. The editor argues the uniqueness
of Brazil, but the post-empire period
and particularly the post-1930 period
bear some striking resemblances with

Spanish America. Vargas and Peron of­
fer some vital points of comparison as

well as of contrast. Finally, there is little

or nothing on the Mexican experience,
and, incredibly, no examination of the
modern phenomenon of the extreme

leftist dictator as exemplified by Arbenz
and Castro. Nonetheless, this book is a

useful and interesting compilation.

KARL M. SCHMITT. Communism in

J Mexico: A Study in Political Frustra­
tion.

For more than one reason, this book

will be well-received by all readers. The

first comes from its theme; it is proper
and profitable to study this book pre­
cisely because communism up to now

has not been a danger in Mexico.
Contrario sensu, much of the North
American literature about Latin Amer­
ica has been poor because this "critical
area" - so-declared by the United

States, after Castro-has been studied

hastily. What is more: negative studies,
let's call them this, usually produce
richer and firmer conclusions.
The brevity of this book is the second

reason for our recognition. Brevity has
not been achieved by sacrificing consid­
eration of the theme in its entirety or of
its principal aspects, but by a sober and
effective treatment.

For me, nevertheless, the best proof
of Professor Schmitt's ability is given in
the twelve pages that form Chapter VI,
where he explains why communism has
failed in Mexico. In effect, I have al­

ways believed that it is devilishly diffi­
cult to understand Mexican politics and
I believe this even more strongly today.
I have also believed that we Mexicans
do not know how to explain our politics
in a satisfactory manner because we

only see it from the outside, and be­
cause we attempt to explain it nation­
ally. To complicate matters more, this
is the way that communist and para­
communists, whose activities acquire
conspiratorial secrecy, are treated. In

·spite of all this, the author's analysis
is balanced and just.
Of the book itself, I would only per­

mit myself to differ in three points rela­
tive to the work of Lazaro Cárdenas.

According to Professor Schmitt, his
"cautious" political reforms wíll endure
longer than his "spectacular" economic,
social, and educational reforms. I be­
lieve that the prestige of Cárdenas rests
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Philosophic Manuscripts of 1844

(which were published only in 1932)
Lukács perceived the pervading Hegel­
ianism even in the late Marx.

thought like Hegel's, but the thought
of a social class like Marx's." The

"proletarian consciousness," of course,
has nothing to do with what workers

actually feel. It is a postulated "total­

ity." This is extremely close to the
Lenin of What Is To Be Done? and

Left-Wing Communism. It is also a

thoroughly Gnostic outlook on life.
What more Gnostic phrase then this:
"The power of every society is still a

spiritual one in its very essence, from
which only knowledge can liberate us" ?
Lukács himself coined the term "Gnos-

.'0 tic activism," long before men like

Voegelin, Jonas, and Quispel showed
the Gnostic structure of modern ideol­

ogies.
The consequence is anomie, the

denial of moral obligations in the world
and to the world. The dialectician per­
ceives "chaos in reality" and "reason

only in his own position." Hence brutal
force is justified to the end of "revolu­

tionizing souls." Even murder can be
_ accepted for the sake of the cause, for

-

one must "sacrifice one's inferior self
to one's superior self.
Professor Zitta's study of the twists

and girations of an ideologist's mind
is imaginative, penetrating, understand­
ing and yet highly critical. For all stu­
dents of Communism, his book should
be required reading.

These two volumes are the latest

publications of Knopf's Borzoi Books
on Latin America under the general
editorship of Lewis Hanke. The collec­
tions are preceded by chapter-length
introductions by their respective editors,
introductions that both review the

pieces that comprise the volwnes and
offer some interpretations of the sub­

ject under study. Both volwnes include
selected but useful bibliographies.
The Hwnphreys and Lynch book is

divided into eight sections that treat,
among other things, such general top­
ics as the role of foreign powers, the

Enlightenment, economic discontent,
creole-peninsular rivalries, and nation­
alism as factors producing a climate
conducive to independence in the late

eighteenth and early nineteenth century.
A separate section on Brazil deals with
the special background of that country's
independence movement.

Of the twenty-seven articles and ex­

cerpts published, almost two-thirds are

by Latin Americans, several of whom
were contemporaries of the events de­
scribed. Some of these are presented in

English for the first time. Of the re­

mainder, one is by the famous Hum­

boldt, five by u.s. historians, and four

by British scholars. Since all mater­

ial has been published previously there
is nothing startlingly new in fact or

interpretation, but this solid volume
makes a valuable contribution in pull­
ing together contemporary as well as
