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Among the six courses offered, I believe there should always be one good course

in advanced composition for graduate students:; Curso de composicidn y estilo.

I am Informed that a young Memican, Professor Alecald - who has had emperience at
Vassar College - would be very good for this assignment, if available, If he is

not, care should be taken to select someone who (a.) is familiar with problems

of syntax and style in Spanish, and (be)who has a knowledgg of what American advanced
students of Spanish need, i. e., who has the ability to regard Spanish as a foreign
language and who knows the level of maturity at which to work.

It would likewise seem highly desirable to offer, as frequently as possible, one
specialized course from the following fields: modern Spanish litersture, modern
Hispano-American literature, problems in literary history and its methodology, (or

a course in the history of ideas), classical or medieval Spanish literature. Occasional
courses in Spanish phoneties, seminars on a single Hispanie author, courses on

colonial Hispeano-American literature, courses on Hispanic civilizations, etc., might

be given, as outstanding personnel becomes temporarily availablees It should be remarked
here that for courses in civilization, the American graduate students needs guidance

in the Spain, Memico, and/or Hispenic Americe of toda%.~ For this reasonx, courses

on civilization should emphasize the modern period, which is the hardest for the
American student to interpret or understand and for which relisble documentation is
least availables This point cannot be stressed too much, from the point of view of

the American student, (Students at the teabhers' institute complain that it is almost
impossible for them to gain any guidance about modern Mexico. This complaintiis general
for graduate students from the United States coming to Latin Apnerica for study or
researche Too, this is one of the fields least available with regard to Latin American
studies offered in the USA.)

The summer seminar on Kispanic studies of which we spoke For
the Colegio de Méxrico is progressing as an ideaes Fveryone consulted
8eems to think that such an enterprise would be a distinct service
to serious graduate students in the Hispanic; ftelds I feel it
desirable at this time jfor us to agree that this etght-week progranm
will be held during July and August of the current year, with the
idea that it will become an annual undertaking from 1946 on,

The general pattern remains the same that we discusseds
Thirty highly selected graduate students of Spanish, maximum,
In each case the student is #o take no fewer than two and no
more than three courses, Courses will meet four times a week
during an eight-week periods Meximum enrolment in any one cougse
will be ten students, Of the six professors offering the six
courses in the program, one each year wtll be a Mispanist on the
staff of some representatiuve Univereity in the United S'nics
offering greduate work in Spanishe. Courses will be of an advanced
and specialized nature; no supvey courses in I1fteracture will be
offered, it being understood that the student possesses an
acquaintance with the general outline of the literature atudied
whieh mill nrevide hinm with the represextat requisite background
Jor the study of specialized problems within the fielde Discugsion
with Proifessor Wiiimore of Snith College, earlier this month in
Mexrico, brought forth her opinfon that o tuition of $75 mioht
be charged. I shall study this point, but it i2 understood *that
the tuition will not foll delow sixty dollars. The program is
conceived as a self-supporting but non-profit enterprise.

In discussing the possibility of a 1imited number of tnitdon
Sellowshipe and/or supplementary study-aids for outstanding students
who could not cover the total cost of attending the Seminar, I
Jound Dr, Stevens of The Rockefeller Foundation sympathetic to
the ideas He felt that perhaps such assistance might be administered
through some American agency familiar with such problems from ex-
perience here in the United States, Since the students of the
Seminar are to be dnericans, this seems a thoroughly logical ideas.
The institution indicated in this case is clearly the American
Council of Learned Societies. The Council might request a
certain sum to be available for three years, to make possible
assistance to certain students, In this way, both admission to
the Sgminar and selection of students to receive aid might be
administered by your American advisory committee in consultation
with the Administrative Secretary of the American Council of
lLearned Societiess For the first year, at least, announcements
end publicity concerning the enterprise might likewise be handled
Jrom this ends This would relieve you and Lic, Costo Villegas
JSrom these time-consuming details, at least for the time being,
end provide administration of admission and selection of scholarship
students by men of long experience in dedling with such matters
Sor dmerican students. :

Regarding the membership on the Advisory Committee of
dmerican scholars, I should suggest that you inuvite such members
to serve by sending them o letter at once, If you wish, T
could serve as chairman of this Committee until the program was
well established, since by doing so I could handle most of
the consultative correspondence with members of the Committee
and their advisory remarks and suggestions could then go %o
you through one person, the chairmane This would not, of course,
imply that the various members would not feel entirely free to
communicate with you direect, dbut rather that it might be most
convenient in the majority of cases to have them send their
opinions to me, so that I could send them on to you, together
with the opinions of other members dealing with the same topic.

To the names already given you I should like to add that of

Dr. Lewis Hanke, Chairman of the Joint Committee on Latin dmerican
Studies (ACLS-SSRC-NRC), and Directév of the Hispanic Foundation
in the Lidbrary of Congresse. Dr. Hanke's experience would be qf
great use to the Advisory Committee and to you in this programg
his membership in the Advisory Committee would have the added
advantage that he is in Washingtone, The subcomittee on selection
and admission could then be Dean Doyle, Dr, Hanke, and myself;

in that way I should be the only one outside Washington, which
would facilitate working on problems of admission and scholarships
with the Administrative Seeretary of the ACLS, Mr, Mortimer Graves.

If you wish an 4dvisory Committee of five, I should suggest
as the four members besides myseﬁgs Dean Henry Grattan Doyle,
Dean Hayward Keniston, Professor M, d. Zeitlin, and Dr. Hanke.
This would give us the desirable geographical coverage with
reference to this country and at the same time the participation
of men thovoughly conwversant with the problems involved. In
case you should wish o somewhat larger committee, I should suggest
Professors Parmenter, Leavitt, and Green, in the order mentioned.
I should like to repeat my suggestion that on tnviting these
men to serve on the Committee, you state that such service would
make them honorary members of the Colegio de Mézico. Each of
the men mentioned Bs a person of sufficient distinction and
has rendered services of high enough quality to the development
torirexdevedspuentraf FHispanic studies to entitle them to such
an honore

Regarding the dates, I have this question. Would it be
better to set the period July 8 - dugust 30 Jor the courses,
including final erxaminations or the delivery of seminar papers
on the last two days, with July 5 for registration day? It
occurs to me that this year one might with to start classes
after election day in Mexrico., However, if you feel that students
will have excessive difficulty in securing adequate lodgings in
dexico by arriving slightly after July 1, we might consider :
the period July 1 - August 23, with regitstration on June 28-29,

¥ith reference to the problem of lodgings, I believe it
would be worth your while to set some one person at the Colegio
to work on this problem, from May 1 on., This would have the

advantage of having someone there responsible for securing a

Dear Dr. Reyes:

.f_ Unfortunately I did not receive your communication

of January 31 until February 1l2. The intervening days
have been extremely heavy ones for me, since I was making
up time lost during an illness of two weeks, which I had
shortly after my return to Cambridge from Mexico.
I hope this delay will not be alarming for you or Lic.
Cosfo Villegas, since I am quite certain that we can
arrange matters for the Summer Seminar for Hisgpanic Studies
of E1 Colegio de México, if we keep at it steadily from
this point on. v

It so happened that both Dean Keniston and Dean Doyle
were in Cambridge the day your letter arrived, enclosing
letters to them concerning membership on the Advisory Board,
so that I was able to deliver these letters in person.

We likewise had an opportunity for a heéelpful talk on a
number of points. They were in general agreement with
matters dicussed with you and Lic. Cosfo Villegas, in
Mexico, and in accordance with your agreement expressed in
your letter of January 3l. I am sorry to say that I have
not yet forwarded your letter to Professor Zeitlin, since

I hoped to enclose it in a communication of mine, which is
vet to be written. This will be taken care of immediately.
I have no doubt that Professor Zeitlin will agree to serve.
He will certainly be one of the most valuable members of
the Committee at all times.

From informal conversations I have the idea that, once
the requisite announcements are made, we should have no’
difficulty in attracting the quota of good students. There
should be at least six from this immediate region alone.

The specific pointe on page 1 of your letter of January 31
are clear as to mutual agreement. Dr. Waldo ILeland is
informed concerning the enterprice, and is willing to request
funds for scholarship aids through The American Council of
Learned Societiegs for a limited number of special cases.

He will make official recuest in the name of the ACLS for
these funds immedistely, and it is my belief that provision
of such funds will be achieved by the time I receive your
reply to the present letter.

I was interested to note your suggestion that a waman be
added to the members from this country on the Advisory Board.
I do not doubt that some very competent young women who are

graduate: students will apply for admission among the thirty
studente to be selected. And certainly there would be no reason

to exclude a young woman from admission if her competency and
promise met the standards we hope to maintain. It seems highly
likely that there may be some young women among the thirty stu-
dents, from the first year on. It so happens, however, that of

the five major women's colleges (I presume you refer to Bryn Mawr,
Radcliffe, Smith, Wellesley, and Vassar -- though Mount Holyoke

is in many ways equal to any of these), only Bryn Mawr and Rad-
cliffe, insofar as my knowledge goes, train young women for the
PheD. degree. The majority of young wamen who work for thies degree,
do the bulk of their graduate training in the major graduate
schoole of leading universities, 2 number of which are coeducational.
Other universities, such as Yale, very often accept women at the
advanced graduate level. Of the two women's colleges which give
PheD.'s in Hispanic studies, one of them -- Radcliffe -- would be
represented by my membership on the Committee, since the faculty of
Radcliffe College is in fact the faculty of Harvard University.

There is certainly no reason, insofar as I can see, not to
welcome a wanan among the American members of the Advisory Board.
But it so happens that, with the exception of Professor Ruth
Kennedy of Smith College, I cannot think of a staff member in
Spanish at one of these colleges who is primarily concerned with
graduate students and their pre-doctoral problems.

lMrs. Kennedy is a warm and charming woman 2nd a very sound
scholar, but she does not interest herself particularly in the
administration aspects of the probleme which +the Advisory Board
must meet on the basis of their everyday experience. -

lre. Whitmore of Smith is a remarkably resourceful and charming

woman, but I believe her concern to be primarily with undergraduates.
Spanish at Vassar is almost exclusively an undergraduate matter,
though I understand that inetruction there in this field has many
points which might be imitated with profit elsewhere. Miss Margarita
de Meayo is the leading force in the development of Spanish at Vassar,
and is, I understand, a dynamic woman and a successful teacher of
elementary and intermediate classes. It so happens, however, that
the Advisory Board will have concerns which demand both interest
and experience in handling the needs of more mature and more
specialized students, There is, in addition, one factor concerning
Miss de Mayo which would meke it somewhat difficult for most of
us to have her as a colleague in planning: her declared Franco
sympathies. The most distinguished Hispanist on the staff of =2
women's college in this country, the person who would really
- understand what is implied in the program we are working on, is

a man, Professor Joseph E. Gillet. Professor Gillet is of course
one of the top Hispanists in this country, and a man of international
reputation. If you wish a representative from the wamen'é colleges
on the Committee, I should suggest his name. If you and Lie. Cosfo
Villegas are anxious to have a woman member of the Committee,
perhaps Mrs. Whitmore would be the most agreeable person to work with.
Needless to say, this analysis of the situation is given for your
information. It is perfectly apparent to 21l of us that the choice
in these matters lies with the officers of El Colegio de México.

Since it isilikely that the great majority of students in the
Seminar will not be persons teaching in high schoolg of this country,
there seems to be no objection to setting the dates from July 15
to September 7, as suggested by you. I have checked this matter
with Dean Keniston and Dean Doyle, and they agree. I can see only
one possible disadventage to opening as late at July 15; that is,
that by that date available lodgings will be taken up by the students
of the Summer Session of the Ribera de San Cosme. However, this
may not be an insurmountable difficulty, o nsidering the difference
in location of the two schools and the relatively small number of
students in the Seminar of the Colegio. If you have a competent
young man or young woman in charge of problems of  lodging and minor
details, this difficulty will probably take care offitself.

You quote three figures in pesos for board and room, exclusive
of other expenses: low, $250.00 ; medium, $350.00 ; high, $500.00.
It is not clear to me whether these figures cover the eigﬂt weeks
of the Seminar or indicate a monthly rate. If they indicate a monthly
rate for the board and room of an individual, exclusive of other
expenses, then these figures indicate that such accommodations are
more expensive than they would be in the most expensive American city
at the present time. In other words, seventy U.S. dollars (350 pesos)
as a medium estimate of the monthly cost of board and room for one
person, would mean that the living costs in Mexico are dmost pro-
hibitive for our students. On the other hand, if the figures you
give cover the eight week period, these estimates seem unusually low.
information you or one of your associateg8 might provide on this
point will help me draw up the preliminary announcement of program,
which I hope to do next week.

I shall, of course, send to you and to members of the Board
copies of the tentative version of the pamphlets and posters
announc ing the Seminar. This will give you an opportunity to make
such corrections or suggestions as you may see fit. Once I have
approval of the prospectus, I can proceed to have it printed and
distributed from here. I presume that printing and distributing
costs may be chargeable to El Colegio de México,y in the understand-
ing that clerical and other expenses connected with correspondence
concerning admission and scholarships may be chargeable to the pro=-
ject for this purpose to be administered by The American Council
of Learned Societies. You will inform me if you are not in agree-
ment with this plan.

I shall hope to receive at the earliest possible date 2 tenta-
tive program of courses for immediate distribution to other members
of the Board, so that we may decide whether such a program meets
the needs of American graduate students as we see them. I ghall
see Professor Fichte regarding more specific details on the possibility
of his giving a course on lope de Vega or a seminar on Bécquer.

It seems likely that they may be need for two sections of the cource
on advenced camposition and syntax, since this would be an especially
welcomecopportunity to advanced graduate students who have been away
from their studies during the war. I am glad to know that you have
discussed with Professor Manuel Alcald the possibility of giving

I take the liberty of suggesting that you specify rate by the
hour, as an insurance against absences.

These are the points that oceur to me at-present. - I sghall
be very happy to receive the suggested program of courses at the
earliest possible date- With reference to the hours and days
when these might be scheduled, I should suggest that all courses
meet Tuesday through Friday of each week, and that of the sgix

Dear Lic. Cosfo:

Thank you very much for your letter of March 7. The informa~-
tion it contained was very helpful in a number of details. When
we make the descriptive pamphlet for the Seminar, we shall follow
your latest advice concerning approximate costs of lodging and
board. I believe that we might agree that estimately to cover
food, lod.gi » and laundry might reasonably begin at sixty U,S.
dollars (low) per month. There will doubtless be a certain nmumber
of students who will wish accommodations costirgmore than the low
estimateg but in feneral, graduate students are more indigent than
under ates, since they have been put to the expense o acquir-
ing an education for a longer period of time. There will be no
need to mention scales for incidental expenses, since these vary
with each individual; but I believe we should set a minimum esti-
mate for texts to be purchased at around $20,00 U.S. moneye.

There is no question that students should meke known their
desires concerning accommodations well in advance. I believe that
this can be handled satisfactorily, if we are able to issue #nd
distribute the pamphlet concerning the Seminar within the next
monthe It would eppear to me that the admission of students
should be completed thirty days before the beginning of the Seminar.
This would mean that correspondence concerning questions of accom-
modations would be directed to your representative for such matters
considerably before June 15 in certain cases, and that your repre-
s8ntative in these matters should reas onably expect to have 2ll
inquiries completed around June 15.

The question of prograp of courses is the most ortant one,
&t this moment. I am sure that you and Dr. Reyes would agree that
it would be undesirable to issue a pamphlet on the Seminar, if the
list of courses is not available. Predoctoral students and their
graduate advisers in universities here will be specifically interes-
ted in knowing the concrete opportunities for study at the Seminar
before a student makes application for admission. Mr. Keniston
and I had an opportunity for a long talk on this matter when he
was here one month ago. The desirability is that courses should
be of graduate calibre, and that they should avoid the survey type
of spproach. The course suggested for Professor Alcald is perhaps
that which will be of most interest to a number of graduate weterans
who are returning to Spanish after from two to five years in regions
where possibilities for work on Spanish were few or non-existent,
I should be glad to correspond with Professor Alcalf as soon as
the program is set up, so that he mey know in advance exactly the
type of work which wiil be most functional to his group of students.
From reports I have had, I believe he will bé® well suited to give
this type of work.

In my memorandum of Jamary 8 to you concerning a tentative
pProgram of courses, I listed as the most desirable course one on
Methodology of Literary History and/or Literary Criticism, with
special reference to Spanish literature, and given by Dr. Alfonso Reyes.

;{
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I very much hope that Don Alfonso's health will permit him to
agree to offer such a course, gince it would be of immense value
to the eight or ten students additted to the course.

You do not mention whether or not you have explored possibilities
of having Professor Millares Carlo give a course entitled Introduction
to Spanish Paleogrephy: Study and Commentary of Medieval Texts.

Such a course, if Millares is willing to give it, would be of definite
value, since this particular type of work ie available at only one

or two universities in the United States, and, clearly, given with
less authority than Millares can summon to the task. If Professor
Millares would wish to have photostatic copies of a limited dumber of
pages from mamuscripts available here, so that each of his students
might work on them as part of the training, I believe that they could
be provided at a very low cost. The understanding would be that each
student enrolled in such a course would psy the cost of pages of
photostatic copy which the class useds Consultation with Mr. Jackson,
Director of the Houghton Library here, leads me to believe that if
studente had experience in careful esnalysis and deciphering of from
twelve t0 twenty pages of selected manusceript, this would constitute
a summer's work for one course. It is understood that Professor
Millares would want to lecture at times on general problemg in the
study of Medieval and Early Classical Spanish Literature. This would
be very profitable. But the major part of the students' work would be
in learning to read mamecript pages thro actual practice.

It is understood that such a course would lead to smn ability to read
carefully, and that it could not be expected to make of the students
authorities for dating, in so short a time.

I still feel that J.A. Portuondo could give a good course on the
Literature of Ideas in Spanish America, from the National Period to
the present. I have the feeling that graduate students would enjoy
working under him,

Perhaps you will wish to consider the possibility of having
Professor Gaos give a course in Literary and Intellectual History
of the Eighteenth Century in what is now Mexico and Central America,

I am sure this would be valuable for our students.

I heartily agree that it would be unrealistic to expect Dr,
Rafael Altamira to give a course in the Seminar, in view of his health,
Perhaps it will be possible to invite him to come for an informal
meeting or talk with all students of the Seminary one afternoon
during the summer. I myself feel that it is a great experience
Just to see the man and to hear him speak informally. If you are
sure now that Marismno Picén Salas will be available for a course on
Span ish American Civilization dealing for the most part with the period
since Independence, this would be a good course to have. I understand
that Richard Pg&%ggﬂ is likewise in Mexicoj he has given excellent
courses on 8 field from time to time at Middlebury. It is not
absolutely essential to have such a course in the first Seminar, and
I believe it would be preferable to skip the matter for the time being,
rather than offer a course which is not compact and well thought out in
advancees This type of course could be offered at a later Seminar if
you knew well in advance that the man would be available. If you are

sure that Piecén Salas will be with you, this would setlle the matter,

A course on the-Mexican novel, given by Yé&fiez, would be
an interesting poss:bility if he fxas the time to do it well,
and is available for addi{ional commitments, other than the duties
he now has, including the fellowship from the Center of Philosophical
Studies to write a booke This fellowship normally presupposes
that the holder will not accumulate a number of additional dutiese

The suggestion that J.L. Martfnez give a course on Contemporary
Literature, stressing the three figures named, seems to me a good
onee I think it would be fortunate to have such a course which
studies in detail three such figures, to counterbalance what is
for me an exceseive emphasis on the novel of the Mexican Revoluti ong,
28 the central point in Mexican literature since 1900, Martfnez
would doubtless do a good job on this cours:}fand I agree that you
should want two young professors on your staff, AlcalZ would be
one of them, and Portuondo snother. Martfnez could be a third,
and would doubtless add to the success of the Seminar. It is
however, true that his reputation ie primarily local, and tha{ he
is known more as & creative artist than as a scholar. If these
three men are used for the staff this summer, it will be highly
desirable to see that the other three are recognized scholars of
maturity, such as Alfonso Reyes, Navarro Tamés, Millares Carlo,
Fichter, and Gaose.

In other words, if the Seminar is to establish itself as an
enterprise of the caliber suggested by don Alfonso in his letter
of inwitation to members of the Advisory Board, the staff should
include three names comparahble to the five just mentioned. There
is no question in my mind that men like Alcalé, Portuondo, and
Martinez will givo valuable courses. But their names do not yet
"£ill the bill" as to the prestige envisaged.

I have written to Professor Navarro Tom&s snd should have his
enswer in a few days. Professor Fichter has likewise given me a
promise to inform us of his decision within a week, You will doubt=-
less have a line-up on men there in Mexico within a short time.

I should suggest yowr settling the commitments for Alcal Portuondo,
and Martinez (or Yéfiez) at once. I ghall inform you by wire as

to Fichter and Navarro TMM If these two accept

In view of unavoidable delays in settling the matter of staff
and course-offeri now, it seems necessary to issue a poster
for department bulletin boardsin U. S. universities announcing
the Seminar and stating that pemphlets giving detaiis as to courses
and staff will be distributed at an early date. I shall check this
matter with other members of the Advisory Committee at once. If I

do not heag from you to the contrary, I 'shall g0 ahead with the
o
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posters at once, in the understanding that detail of a concrete
nature will be available to inecorporate in the pamphlet by April 10,
that is: staff, courses, amnd the requisite gurriculum yvitae concern=-
ing each staff member.

I believe it will be realistic to set the tuition at 75 U, S.
dollars. This should mean am income of around 11,000 pesos from
tuition. Perhaps you will find it reasonable to Jv professors
at the rate of 25 pesos per hour of class, plus pesos per two=hour
consultation period. At four classes and one two~-hour consultation-
period per week, this would mean 1080 pesos per professor for the
eight-week Seminar. Perhgps it would be simpler to set the honorarimm
at 1100 pesos per professor for the eight-week seminar, which would
mean 6600 pesos for the staff, All professors, 1ne1nding the visiting
Hispanist from the USA, should receive the same stipendj but the
visiting Hispanist should likewise receive an allowance of 1500 pesos
for traveling expenses. (Navarro Tomé&e would, in this case, be con-
sidered on the same basis as a resident professor, since he will
be in Mexico aggny.) This 8100-peso total for staff should leave
approximately 3000 pesos for other expenses.

My feeling is that it of the utmost ortance to be sure that
professors resident in Mexico do not miss classes and that they do
not miss the consultation period of two hours weekly. You and don
Alfonso Reyes will know best how this can be achieved.

Thank you for informing me of your plans to go to South Americae
I shall be writing you in this regard in a few dsgys. You do not men-
tion whether or not you havé heard from Pedro Henrfquez-Urena., I
should welcome news of developments.

You do not mention who will take over correspondence conceni
the Seminar when you go to South America. I trust that major details
will all be taken care of before your departure, so that matters
of consultation will be reduced practically to c’lctaile of housing,
to be taken care of with the person you put in charge of that matter.
My hope is that the Seminag administration will not fall too heavily
on :;:xlx Alf:nuo Reyes, whoge health and convenience we must consider
at costse

I have not received to date a list of the members of El Colegio

Dear Dr. Cosio Villegas:

I am not going to attempt at this time to answer your long and interesting
letter concerning publication plans of the Fondo. This is a matter which, as
you supposed, will take time for proper consideration which I do not have at
the present moment. You may be sure that I shall not disregard your incuiry
concerning these problems, and that I shall prepare for you a memorandum on
the points you bring up as soon as I am relatively free from the most heavy
complex of activities I have had to date. If you would like to send me your
itinerary during your South American journey, I could make some attempt to send
you by airmail the memorandum, in case I should complete it before your return
to Mexico,

Please thank Don Alfonso Reyes for his telegram advising me of the death
of Pedro Henriquez Ureha. Word has already gone forth to one or two of the
institutions in which he collaborated in Argentina, I cannot begin to tell you
how deeply the loss of Don Pedro has affected me at this time. I can think of
no other one person who could be spared less than he, in view of present necessi-
ties. Certainly the quality of his work and his exemplary selflessness must
remain as a vital lesson to his contemporaries and successors. His death will
doubtless alter the plans we discussed when I was in Mexico the first of the year.
I am sure that you and Don Alfonso Reyes will keep me informed of developments.

Dr. Borbolla very kindly sent me a copy of his letter of May 8 to Mr. Diaz-
Thomé. Dr. Borbolla sent a check providing coverage for Mr. Diaz-Thomé and
Miss Lopezlira through the first week in June, on the basis of the allotments
suggested in my letter of October 4, 1945, to you.

I have seen little of these two young scholars during the past months.
They came to see me two weeks ago to inform me that they had decided to remain
here in Cambridge through the Summer Term, in preference to going elsewhere for
the completion of their twelve months' study. I judge that there remains within
the funds made available to the Colegio de México by The Rockefeller Foundation
approximately $1,000 for the completion of twelve months' study in this country
and their return home to Mexico City., Along with the modest balance they will
have on hand by June 10, I judge that this sum will provide coverage for their
tuition during the Summer Term, maintenance, and return to Mexico City, especially
if they administer these funds wisely. You and Dr. Borbolla may wish to forward
to them the balance remaining from the $2,700 fund, so that they will receive it
around June 10, and give them such instructions at that time as you deem advisable
concerning the expenditure of these funds for coverage of summer study and the
return trip to Mexico,

I shall make no attempt at this time to give you a detailed report concerning
the work of these two fellows from the Colegio de México., In general terms, I
regret to say that their performance has been disappointing., They have shown
less self-reliance and maturity than one might have expected from students who
have been given the egducational advantages which were proviWed to them in Mexico
and in this country, in terms of the'msistance given these two young people for
the year's work ending September next, I should say that this assistance has
not been negligible; the equivalent $1,000 from Radcliffe for Miss Lopezlira
plus §1,200 from Harvard for Mr. Diaz-Thom¢ plus $2,700 from The Rockefeller
Foundation for both of them, adds up to a total of almost $5,000 over a period
of twelve months, I am sure that everyone concerned on this end has made a

special effort to provide understanding and collaboration needed to make a success
of their study in Cambridge. What are the causes which explain their Pelative lack
of success, I am not cualified to say at this time., Difficulties of adaptation can
at best offer only a partial explanation; these difficulties I am familiar with from
an experience of five years' close association with young Latin Americans studying
in this country and with North Americans who have gone abroad for specialized study
or experience. Their being Latin Americansdoes not explain the fact that their total
performance here has been unimpressive, measured in terms of graduate study and

the sense of responsibility which this type of study is supposed to reveal. Iatin
Americans have in the past shown a sense of responsibility and an awareness of
graduate standards, and continue to do so at present, ih so far as their resident
study in North American institutions is concerned. At Harvard, for instance, of

the top four graduate students in economics, two are Argentines; in sociology, a
young Brazilian woman has demonstrated standards of attainment which have made it
possible for her to combine teaching duties in this field in Harvard College with
advanced graduate studies in sociology., I do not have to tell you that it takes an
umusual young woman to cause any department to relinquish even temporarily the
precedent that teaching duties at Harvard are not assigned to women, The thing
which puzzles me is that it is generally agreed that facilities for the study of
such social science disciplines as sociology and economics are not of the best in
South America. And here we have the case of three young South Americans excelling
in competition with our best graduate students, in fields in which the basic training
program of the South Americans is felt to have been deficient by general agreement
and by their own statements., On the other hand, we have a disappointing performance
by Mr. Diaz-Thomé and Miss Lopezlira after a period of subsidized training in a
Mexican program especially set up to provide the best standards &nd under more
favorable conditions than had prevailed before the establishment of the Center for
Historical Studies in the Colegio de México. Given my own particular interest in
the program of this Center, over a period of several years, and my conviction that
facilities for the proper training were provided within the Center, I am sure that
you can understand my perplexity with reference to the unimpressive performance by
its first two graduates to be subsidized, fairly generously, for study abroad.

It may be that some day in conversation we can get at the heart of this matter.

For the present I have nothing further to contribute than a frank sense of perplexity,

I am sure that you and I and the two young Mexicans concerned had hopes that
their performance would be such as to pave the way for further graduate training here
for promising graduates of the Colegio de México. I believe this is not the time to
consider other such possibilities., It seems equally undesirable that Mr. Diaz-Thomé
or Miss Lopezlira should be disciplined in the sense that they should be discouraged
from completing their twelve months' study here. They have doubtless gained
considerable useful experience, and will probably be able to complete the M. A, degree
by remaining on for study in the Summer Term, It is unlikely that either one of
them would make an acceptable candidate for the Ph., D, degree on the basis of further
study, after September. Possibilities for further scholarship assistance from Haorvard
or Radcliffe are evidently out of the cquestion, and I should be disinclined to
recommend further supplementary or total assistance from The Rockefeller Foundation.
The practical solution is doubtless to make the best of the situation as it eists
and to hope that eventual results of their experience will be generally useful to
them, even if the present level of performance is less than we had hoped for originally,
I am sure that no one feels that the assistance give these two young people has
been a total loss, and that everyone concerned can only hope that the eventual
outcome of their study will prove our present evaluation of results to have been
over-pessimistic. For this reason, I suggest that you and Dr. Borbolla forward to
them the remaining funds intended for their study in this country, with the instructions
that this total coverage is to provide for their summer's study and return home.

I shall be writing you and Don Alfonso Reyes again on other matters in the near

future. In case letter arrives after Kour departure for South America, I want to
gake advantage of this opportunity to wish you a successful trig. and to express the
OPethat you will give us an opportunity to share some of your nteresting experiences

there from time to time.

My dear Don Alfonso:

A number of factors have contributed to the
delay of my arrival in Mexico City, for consulta-
tions with you there, It was only at the beginning
of the present month that I was gble finally to
leave Cambridge, and even then it was necessarily
to leave pending a few details related to my effects
and to the problem of moving, I-had thought ori-
ginally that I should return briefly to the Boston
area from Mexico City, at year-end, to attend the
annual meetings of the MLA and related groups to
be held this year in Boston, and that at that time
I could wind-up, as it were, final details related
to moving, disposal by sale or gift of nmmerous
library and disc-holdings and of a larguish number
of pictures, etec,; but intervening changes in plans
make such a return to Boston at year-end an imprac-
tical anticipation, in terms of time and expense,

The increasing uncertainty with reference to
a relatively permanent future in Mexico has like=-
wise been detrimental to calm and well-considered
planning, as have been a comparative state of fati-
gue during the complications of uprooting from Cam-
brige and the unusually abominable weather in that
region during both August and September, This un-
certainty with reference to what was to be expected
or counted-upon has, in turn, delayed my advising
you earlier concerning plans for arrival there.
At times it has seemed almost a simpler solution to
anticipate and plan for a brief rest and reorganiza-
tion some place in this country and to abandon as
lmpractical the more expensive and uncertain Prog=
pect of a period in Mexico, But it seems now faipre
ly feasible to look forward to an arrival in Mexico
Clty during the second half of November, to remain
there for an indefinite period during which it can
be seen what, if any, opportunities for usefulness
present themselves,
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I have not learned yet whether or not E1 Cole-
glo de Méxieco intends to send a delegate to the
large and important Medina Centennial Celebration
to be held at the Library of Congress and the
Pan American Union under their joint sponsorship
and thet of twenty-five American learned-gocieties,
here in Washington, November 6-8, To date I have
learned of only one Mexican scholar who is speci=
fically expected:: D, Francisco Gonzédlez de Coss{o,
of the General Archive of the Nation in Mexico City.
Delegates are coming from Chile, Ecuador, Cuba,
Spein, Honduras, and other Hispano-American coun-
tries, as well as from the leading universities
and research-centers of the U, S, A, Some weeks
ago I was invited personally to attend and at that
time indicated the hope that I might be present,
£8r a number of americanistas in varied fields and
from numerous distant centers will participate in
the program and discussions of this Symposium honor-
ing the Centenary of "Don Toribio,"' He is a figure
who has himself interested me from various angles
over the years,. In looking over the preliminary
program of the Centennial and noting that E1 Colegilo
de México is not listed among the institutions send-
ing delegates, it occurred to me that you might
wish to name me to serve in that capacity., This
would, clearly, be a matter for you and your
associates on the different governing-boards of
El Colegio to determine, in accordance with its
interests, I merely mention this possibllity as
of conceivable interest to you gentlemen in relation
to reduction of expenses, in the event E1 Colegio
de M&xico desires to be represented among the par-
ticipating institatdbhsnIisted for the Centennlall,.
In the event that such a possibility proves of in-
terest to you, the simplest means would doubtless

I am leaving for a brief wvisit to Colby College
there, within two or three days, and shall after
that stop briefly in the Boston area and in the
Smith-Amherst region, for visits and lectures on
Med ina,

Before I left Cambridge, and subsequently
during a brief wvisit in New York City, I heard re-
peatedly rumors to the effect that D, Raimundo Lida
would remein at Harvard permanently, following his
visiting-lectureship there, His collaboration in
long-range terms within the Harverd program for
Hispanic studies would venstitute a definite contri-
bution toward future developments there, I had
numerous conversations before I left with D, Rafael
Lapesa, who is meeting a very difficult and demandin
assignment during the Fall Term in Cambridge, and
undoubtedly doing it with distinction, But Lapesa
is, understandably, not interested in remaining
permanently at Harvard,

Some weeks back I received a very nice letter
from Carlos Blanco, who seems to have glven a very
good account of himself in Mexico City, as Amado
and I always lmagined he would, Both of us did
our best repeatedly to gain for Blanco a chance to
return to Harvard for advanced study on the basis
of conditions which his ealier performance had pa=-
tendly justified, But in Blanco's case, as in a
full dozen others of worth in the Hispanic field,
Dean F, M, Rogers was the stumbling-block against
which Amado's efforts and mine came to naught, I
hope you will convey my warm regards to Blanco, and
tell him I look forward to seeing him there in the
not too distant future, if my plans to go to Mexico
for a visit materialize,

In two or three days, perhaps I shall be able
to write you regarding two or three other details
for consultation, In the meantime, please believe
me, as always
