1. Good progress has been achieved in arranging to have studies
in this series carried out. Thus far, the cooperation of groups in
seventeen countries has been enlisted. These groups are:

In addition, a monographic study will be prepared in Switzerland under
the direction of Dr. Paul Guggenheim, Professor of International Law
at the Institut Universitaire de Hautes Etudes Internationales of Geneva,

2. As this report is written, President Joseph Johnson of the
Carnegie Endowment is in the midst of a round-the-world tour in
connection with this project. On this tour, Mr. Johnson will have
visited Australia, Japan, Indonesia, India, Pakistan, Israel and
Turkey. In some of these countries, his purpose has been to arrange
the participation of private groups in the study; in others, it hes
been to look in on the progress of groups which have already been
established and are underway. Barlier, in October 1952, Mr, Johnson
visited three countries in Latin America, namely Brazil, Chile and
Uruguay, for the purpose of trying to arrange studies thers., More
recently, Mr. Lawrence Finkelstein of the Endowment staff visited
Mexico City where he was able to arrange for the participation of the
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Colegio de Mexico in this series. In Burope, the Director of the
Endowment's European office, iMr, John Goormaghtigh, has been re-
sponsible for negotiations with participating groups,

3. Since the process of arranging for these studies has taken
place over an extended period of time, the several studies obviously
are in different stages of preparation. The information which follows
relates to those studies for which arrangements were concluded suffi-
ciently long ago to permit the details of execution to have been
settled.

4, (a) The Belgian study, under the auspices of the Institut
des Relations Internationales, is being carried out principally
through the medium of a study group presided over by M. Charles
de Visscher, President of the Institut, former Czbinet Minister,
former Judge at the International Court of Jusgtice, and Professor
at Louvain University. The group is composed of:

4, (b) The Canadian Institute of International Affairs has
employed Professor Frederick A, Soward of the University of
British Columbia at Vancouver to do the historical research in
connection with the Canadian study. Mr. Walter O'Hearn, well-
known United Nations reporter for the Montreal Daily Star will
prepares the analytical section. Study groups have been established
in Montreal, under the chairmanship of George Ferguson, editor of
the Montreal Daily Star, and in Vancouver, where Professor Geoffrey
Andrews, Assistant to the President of the University of British
Columbia, is the chairman., Consideration has been given to the

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creation of additional groups in Winnipeg and in Toronto. The
work in Canada will follow a much simplified version of the
Endowment's outline, copies of which have already been circulated.

4. (c) The Egyptian Society of International Law has organized
and started a complex research and study machinery to carry out

the Egyptian study. Professor Hamed Sultan and Dr. Abdul El1 Erian,
both of Fuad I University, have been employed as the research
scholars to do the main work of preparation. The study will proceed
under the direction of an Executive Committee comprising Dr. H.B.
Badaoui, President of the Egyptian Society of International Law;
Judge Jasper Y, Brinton, Vice-President of the Egyptian Society of
International Law, former member of the Mixed Claims Tribunal, and
Professor H., Sultan, Secretary-General of the Egyptian Society. Two
study commissions have been set up to deal respectively with Egyptian
public opinion toward the United Nations and with the technical
aspects of the study. :
