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The first one 1s that sinee we are arriving so late In this field,
we hardly could afford thé luxury of having oourses like the peace
of Westfallia or the Bismark polioy and the European balancé of

power. We have to go directly, or as quieIrly as passinl , to the

understanding of' present-day problems. Recognizing, howevè!r. that
present.day problems could not be explained and understood without,
at least, Ii compaot but clear notion of the immediate past. we are

thinking of offering a. Séries of historioal courses which may serve

that purpose. FinallY,j we ha.ve a number of "instrumentaIt' courstif$
/'--, on eConomics, law, gêography I political ideas, which will help our

students to analyze trom different angles suoh present-day problems.
There will then come a series of courses of international relatiois
proper.

Would you be so kind as to comment on these

ideas, and compare them with your own eXPerience?
