The review would have an initial section dediecated to the publi-
eation of articles, of an average length of 4,500 to 9,000 wrods, in
which a particular subject or theme, the presentation of which could
be of international interest, would be dealt with.

El
Colegio does not pretend to aequire through these payments exelusive
literary rights, that is to say, in all languages, but only in the
Spanish language. In this manner, the authors who write in a lan-
guage other than the Spanish, would be free to use those same arti-
cles for publications in reviews or periodicals in their own langua-
ge. In the same manner, if you are planning to deliver an article
or book-review for a journal of your own language, you may order a
ecarbon bopy of it to be sent to us for consideration.

El Colegio de México would like to invite you most heartily to
send a2 eontribution, perhaps on some of the topies you usually cover
in your courses. We would like you to consider yourself a permanent
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collaborator of its periodiecal, so that you may send, without
further invitation, those articles and book-reviews that may come
from your habitual work or activity, with the certainty that they

ﬁill be most welcomed.
