I have just read in the papers of

todey a statement made by you, as you were about to start on a tour
of Hexico, in the interests of your candidacy for the Presidency of
your country. I was glad to see such & clear and sensible statement
(a clipping of which I .nclose), and , it particularly plesses me,
because I have always been opposed to the idea of an armed American
intervention in the affeirs of ilexiceo. Friendly co- 0pgrat10n along
sincere lines is all thet is needed--but it should be sincere.

You perhaps know thet I resigned from the Depsrtment of State
immediately after the signing of the armistice. I had intended to
open an office in Vas ﬂlu@toﬂ &g Counselor, about j@rcn first, but I
became interested in some other Torkhhlch has given me an opportu-
nity to travel about the country, and I decided to spend a few months
in the enjoyment of entire freedom from office duties. Since I left
the Department I have visited the States of Jowa, Illinois, Indiana,
Kentucky, Ohio, Iichigan, Pennsylvania, Delaware, New York, Connecti-
cut and Massachusetts, where I now am. During my travels I have met
hosts of old friends and mede many new ones. I am now in fine condi-
tion and never felt better.

My femily is still living in Washinglon, where I maintain my
home, which I have visited rrequently between my trips. I expect to
be permanently in Vashington aiter October 1lst or 15th at the latest.

It has occurred to me, General, that perhaps you would recog-
nize the adventage of having some permanent representative in the
United States. One, who while living in Washington, could visit
other cities and could speak authoritively on illexico and on lexican
matters, and could convey to¢the people of the United States, through
the press, through personal interviews with prominent persons, ads
dresses at Clubs and Societies, some idea of your own personal merit.
If the advantages of such representation has never ocemrred to you,

I wish you would give the matter serious consideration, and I invite
you to give me an opportunity of being your renresentative in the
States, or at least in Vashington. Prankly I would like to be your
Washington representative, and also your publicity agent in the Unit-

States, and I cannot too strongly impress upon you the benefits
whlch Would accrue to you should you take such a step. Of course,
you know,from your broad experience, the value of nubllclty,aad of
having yourself put before the peonle in the proper light, so I need
not dwell upon the merits of the proposition.
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You undoubtedly realize that with the connections and experience
I have had, that my intimate friemndship and acquaintance with the
public men of this country is extensive, and that I am regarded as
an authority on Mexican matters. You can, therefore, appreciate the
extent of ry capability to be of material 2id and assistance to you
in the realization of your aspirations. I take it that it is almost
as essential for your complete and unrestricied success to create
favorable opinion in this country, as it is to do so in your own
country. I refer to the situgtion as it is today, and to men of in-
fluence in this country.

For your information I may say that I have devoted most of my
life to publicity work. I began my newspaper work when a boy, and,
that,from the early part of 1895 to the latter part of 1898, I was
connected with the Associated Press. During that time I was also
Pablicity Representative for the Plant System of Railroads and Hotels
in the States of Georgia and #lorida. For years I represented the
Hew York World in Florida and in Cuba. From 1906 to 1910 I was editor
of La Tucha, in Havana, Cuba, and from July 1, 1909 to September 1,
1913, I was Chief of the reau of Information for the Republic of
Cuba, and devoted myself f'publicity'work for that country. In June
1914, I went to Mexico as Special Representative of the Department
of State, and upon my return to Washington,in January, 1915, I was
named as Assistant Chief of the Latin Americen Division in the Depart-
ment of State, and later became Acting Chief of that Division, serv-
ing as such until July 28, 1915, when the Division of Mexican Affairs
was created and I was named its Chief. This position I held until
December 1, 1918, when I resigned. (General Ryan can vouch for what
I sgy in reference to my experience in Cuba, and I can furnish satis-
factory documentary proof of all that I say).

The above, in brief, sums up my experience aléng & line which,

I believe, qualifies me for the work I propose to you. Think it over,
General, and communicate with me at my home address, 1815 F Street,
n.w.,Washington, D. C., and then, if you wish me to do so, at your
expense, I would go to Nogales to visit you and confer with you per-
sonally over a definite plan of action. Or, I eould meet you in St.
Louis, or, if you prefer, we can come to some arrangement through
correspondence . If you do not care to establish the connection I
suggest, I would be glad to hear from you, because, I have always re-
garded you as a friend, and, naturally, I am interested not only in
your hopes and desires, but in knowing how fortune favors you.

Should you happen to visit Cenanea, I wish youhould try to meet
my son, Enrique, who is in the employ of the Cananea Consolidated Cop-
per Co. He would be delighted to meet you. He now hes a 8on, and I, 8
grend-sony-a lMexican, too, for he was born in Cananea.

Mrs. Canova and my daughter hase often inquired of you and I am
sure they join me in extending assurances of highest regard and best
wishes for your every success.

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OBREGON SURE CF AMERICA

Mexican Candidate for President Says
Majority of People in United States Re-
ject Idea of Intervention

Nogales, Ariz., Sept. 12—The majority of
the American people reject the idea of
armed intervention in Mexico, according to
a gtatement issued by General Obregon be-
fore he departed for a tour of Mexico in
the interest of his candidacy for the presi-
dency.

“I conclude this,”” he said, ‘from an in-
timate knowledge of the American people
whom I always have found to be possessed
of a great spirit of brotherhood and frater-
nity.

“It is inconceivable that the TUnited
States should wage war on a neighboring
country only because of inhertent discon-
tent caused by abnormal conditions created
through civil war which the Mexican peo-
ple have been forced into exactly for the
same reason which brought about the world
war."”

He expressed regret at the recurrence of
incidents which bring detriment to the har-
mony and good understanding- between the
two countries and urged American citizens
to beware of misleading propaganda.
