If either of the couple sculd die, after having some chil-
dren, the surviving one assumesiall the repfesentation of the
home, because he equally assume;‘all the obligations and res-
ponsibilities. If on the death of one of the couple, there -
should be no offspring, the remaining ons returns to the le--
gal coniition he had before being married, ami the home ié --
considered as dissolved. :

The first point which should be discussed the acceptance
of the newly proposed organizaticn, consists of "the thesis --
that the rights and privileges acquired, derive from the obdbli-
gatlons and responsibilities accepted, for on this thesis does
the preceding project rest, because 1t gives a soclal and le-
gdl representation to each home, iu proportion to the obliga=-
tions and responsibilities incurred by those whe constitute it
before socisty and the law, for each child they have, and 1t
1s logical and moral tha&t two versons who unite_in wedlock, =
and accedt the obligation axﬁ.rasponsibilitg of gilving to --
theirlcountrj and to society a group moré or less nnmeréus of
chilidren, and who take upon themselves to provide for the sus-
taneace and education of them, should make themselves worthier
of a higher social regard and legal representation than those
who do nob carry out 80 noble a sacrifice in compliance with
the natural and social laws, and who lead an isolated 1life, af
relative indspendence, which does not demand the mental and -
“physical efforts that must be developed by the former, and who,

on many occasions, do more harm than good to society.
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The fact that children under age should iractise their
rights throughtthelr father, who according to this proyect,
is the legal representative of the home, establishes a prin-:
ciple of absolute equity, increasing the rights and privile-
ges of the former in a proportionai way at the same time that
their obligations and responsibilities increase, with each =
son that comes to enlarge the family in sald home.

. The foregoing project rest on hases essentially moral, -
chiefly because it does not contravene the natural law, and -
because it ennobles the home, by grenting the beings that --
constituteit a social and legal standing, 1n harmony with the
obligations and responsibilities which they accept on establi
shing it, and thus encouraging their noble efforts; and it es-
tablishes andindirect punishment for those ﬁho only comply «=-
with the natural laws in what constitutes a source of pleasure
and shrink from the obligations and responsibilities which -=-
these same laws establish,

The undersigned 4eels sure that the idsas stated before -
will be contended for un the name of civillzation, but he is
surqu the less responsible for the pretension of calling ci-
vilization one of the phases cf moral looseness from which -
humanity is now suffering. And, furthermore, he kmows that -
‘;ices have been always disguised and that they have been gi-
ven all kinds of names, with the exception of the one that =--
corresponds to them. Those who are capabvle of tglling the --
truth are very'few, but thelr number, however, is superior to

those that are willing to hear it.
