El Colegio de México has been publishing for thirteen years, besides
its teaching and research activities, a hispanic, literary and philo-
logical review and a historical one, for ten years. It intends now
to iniciate a quarterly publication on international affairs.

This, of ecourse, would be a periocdical devoted to give to the Spanish.
speaking readers, that is toc ssy, to Spain and te the nineteen- latin
American countries, a notion of their own international problems and
of those of the main nations or regions of the world. These problems
are ng{ only Juridieal, but political, economic, soclal and cultural
as well. :

The review would have an initial section dedlicated to the publication
of articles, of an average length of %,500 to 9,000 words, in which
a particular subject or theme, the presentation of which could be of
international interest, would be dealt with., It would have a book-
review section and another of documents, where those which eould have
a notable international repercussion wouldd be reproduced.

El Colegio de México intends to pay the contributions it publishes:
it offers a fee of 40 American deollars for an article, and from 10

te 20 dollars for a book-review, according to its extent. El1 Colegio
does not pretend to -&ecquire through these payments exclusive literary
rights, that 18 to say, in all languages, but only in the Spanish
language. In this mwanner, the authors who write in a language other
than the Spanish, would be free to use those same artiecles for publi-
eations in reviews or periodiecals in their own language. In the same
manner, if you are planning te deliver an article or book-review for
a Hournal of your own language, you may order a c¢arbon copy of 1t

to be sent to us for consideration. R

a contribution, perhaps on some of the topies you usually eover 1in
your courses. We would like you to consider yourself a permanent .
eollaborator of its periodical, so that you may send, without further
invitation, those articles and book-reviews that may come from your
