I am going to send you by air mail a prospectus for my seminar.

I am both thrilled and flattered over being asked to offer
to your students the seminar on Spanish and Mexican economic

history in the period of transition from the colonial to the
national period. I am very eager to begin, and you may be sure

that I am looking forward to the experience.
