A TAN AVANZADA EDAD, MONTA A CABALLO, ANDA LIGERO Y NO USA LENTES.

Las filas mermadas de los colonos del Sur de Arizona y del
Norte de Sonora, no reclaman mds legitimo producto de los tiempos an-
tiguos, ni mds arrojo o figura mds romdntica, que Rafael Flias, de 81
aflos de edad, propietario del Rancho de San Rafael, abarcando 22,000
acres de terreno situado a 20 millag abajo de la frontera, al Sur de
Palominas y en la parte superior del Valle de San Pedroe.

El tio del General Calles, el "hombre fuerte” de Méxrico, es
te viejo endurecido que ain monta a caballo como muchos jovenes qui-
sieran, que labra la tierra con toda la rudeza de los tiempos primi-
tivos y que lée sin lentes, ha llevado una vida encantada en la re -
gién salvaje de los Indios y malhechores. C(Conocioé a Gerdnimo, el
Gran Jefe Apache, y se hizo acreedor a su confianza y respetos pero
cuando menos dos veces en su vida, ha sido casi emboscado y muerto
por los merodeadores Pieles Rojas.

L Venciendo los mayores obstdculos del colono primitivo, pro
siguio su camino quieto y desarrollando eficazmente uno de los mejo-
res ranchos en esta parte del pais, al través de una variade y colo=-
ridae carrera que lo llevé del interior de Mérico a Arizona, y luego
a Suntrrancisco volviendo a Arizona, antes de establecerse definiti=-
vamentes

, Como uno de los primeros moradores en la region de Bisbee,
se le dd crédito de haber sido quien llevé la primera lefla que pro-
porcioné el combustible a las fundiciones de Bishee, durante la in-
Janeia del campo minero. IEn aquel tiempo, establecié su campamento
en un Cafion de Roca, donde se descubrié un manantial de aguae Perma
necio en Bishee por espacio de un aflo, proporcionando al seflor Don
Luis Williams, que fungia entonces como patrén de los trabajos de
alli, lefla a razdn de $6.00 la cuerda. La tarea de recoger la lefla
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no era dificil, pues en la regidn de las Mulas abundan grandes drbo-
lesge

El ranchero colono desciende de un tronco de hombres viri-
les, fuertes, quienes a traves de largos aflos dejaron sus huellas
como conquistadores, como gobernantes de varios dominios.

El1 sefior Elias nacidé en Ures, Sonora, que era enitonces la
capital del Estado, el dia 23 de enero de 1853, hijo de José Juan
Elias, quien tambien fué un Sonorense nacido en Arizpe sobre el Rio
Sonorc, el aflo de 1820. José Juan, su padre, fué hijo de José ERa-
fael, otro SJonorense también nacido en Arizpe en 1795 y cuyo padre,
fa;ael, fué uno de los tres hermanos Elias que vinieron de Espafla en

Los otros hermanos de los primeros Eliag, fueron José Ma=
ria que se establecié en Cocospero, cerca de le que ahora es Imuris
al sur de Nogales, y Juan que fué un Sacerdotes José Maric era muy
rico antes de inmigrar a Mezrico, y obtuvo unc donacidn de terreno
que se extendia por todo el Valle del Rio Sonora desde abajo de Ures
y eztendiéndoge hacia el norte al través de la frontera de Arizona
y hacia el oeste hasta el Rio Colorado a un punto que ahorac es Yuma.
Abarcaba mds terreno aquella merced, que el que se necegsita para es=
tablecer varios Condados de Arizona, de ésta épocae. Tenian bajo su
dominio mds de 200,000 cabezas de ganado de todas clases. FEl ganado
distribuido en comarcas divididas de manerc de pastar cada clase de
animales propiamentee

Se relata un acontecimiento para probar el valor de esto:
Un Americano visitdé la oficina principal y dijo que iba a compror mil
cabezas; se le pregunté "de qué clage” - "Negrcs", contesté. "De qué
alos"? fué la prézima pregunta, "Novillos de tres affos” "Muy bien,
dijo el anciano seffor Elias, "cabalgaremos un dia y le ensefiaré lo
que usted desea" Se hizo el viaje y se consumé el trato inmediata~-
mente, pagindose el precio en oro aquella misma noche. '

TESORO ENTERRADO.

En aquel tiempo no existian Bancos para ayudar a asuntos
comerciales y el dinero, por lo general, se enterraba en vastijas en
los corrales o patioss Es un hecho historico que el Sacerdote Juan,
quien también fué rico, una vez su hermano le dijo que fuera a cier=
to lugar, en un corral de puercos, y recobrara una graen cantidad de
monedas de plata que él habia enterrado alli, pues los marranos la
habian sacado de la tierra. El dinero estuvo alli por varios q*as
hasta que por fin vino a¢ mudarlo a un lugar mds seguro y regafio a su
hermano por haberlo dejado expuesto. Aun en estos tiempos se encuen=
tra dinero enterrado en muchos lugares del Estado donde se habia deja
do en los tiempos pasados porque, o fueron olvidados o0 porque a sus
propietarios los mataron o murieron sin poder Tevelar & nadie los
puntos en que se encontraban los tesoros. José Maria tenia el pri-
vilegio de cobrar las contribuciones de la iglesia por lo que se le
concedia el 10% de lo recaudado. Esto contribuia también a aumentar
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muchigimo la fortuna de la familia, pues la iglesia imponka un tri-
buto pegado o los habitantes en aquel tiempo.

Después de la muerte de su bisabuelo, la propiedad fué di
vidida entre la fomilia, incluso el Rancho de Sen Pedro, ahora de
la propiedad de la Cananea Cattle Company, al surdel cerro de San
José, abajo de Naco. Alli se fundé una villa y mds tarde San Pedro
era un pueblo muy préspero. Habia alli muchas tiendas asi como
cantinas, una fdbrica de Jjabon perteneciente a los Elias, y muchas
casas. El lugar fué une de las primeras plazas comerciales estable
cidas en Sonordes

En el aflo de 1865, cuando la intervencién francesa esto-
ba en su auge, una multitud de soldados franceses y fuerzas Imperig
listas que se consgideraban traidores a Mexico, se interné por arri-
ba del valle del Rio Sonora después de llegar por barcoe al puerto
de Guaymase.

Estag fuerzas estaban bajo el mando del General Francés

Lombard, y siguieron interminables disturbios para la gente leal de
Sonora. :

EL PADRE DEL SENOR ELIAS

TIENE UNA MUERTE ANGUSTIOSA.

Rafael Elias, el acérrimo mayordomo, recuerde distintamen
te como estaban uniformados. Algunas de las fuerzas usaban turban=-
tes con un lienzo flotante para cubrir el cuello por detrép; poria-
ban pantalon blanco, pegado abajo de la pierna, pero amplio en las
caderas y también portaban chaquetin rojos; los otros usaban unifor-
me completo de material azul. Todos ellos poriaban rifles largos,
pesados, del tipo de cafdn simple y trailan bayonetas de forma trian=
gular muy puntiagudasge.

Esto sucedia cuando él tenia sdlamente doce aflos de edad
y cuando vivia en Arizpe. FEl afio permanece grabado en su memoria
pues su padre José Juan, fué entonces emboscado por los Impericlis=—
1ag en lo que ahora es Bacoachi. Fué herido cuatro veces, pero lo=
gro escapar en uno de los caballos de purc raza de los goldados, ¥
cabalgo hqcia el norte tratendo de llegar a un manantial de agua
que conocia. Sin'embargo, habia perdido tanta sangre de sus heri =
das, que no le fué posible llegar al manantial y cuatro dics después
fué encontrado en un estado inconciente, por gente que por alli pa-
saba. Se improviso una parihuela y se llevo a su padre a Bacoachi,
donde 8e ptesumia habia un Doetor. No se pudo encontrar al doctor y
ese dia, mas tarde, murio en desesperada agonia @ causa de gangrena
en sug heridas.

Los Imperialistas tenian una fdbrica de pélvora en Ures,
en donde fabricaban polvora para armas de fuego. Era hecha de car=-

bén vegetal, saliire y azufre, pero no era muy potente. De est?PEui
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prueba evzdente, un acontecimiento ocurrido cuando las fuerzas del
General Alcéntara libraron una batalla con las tropas del General
Lombard y cuando Alcdntarae iba o caballo a la cabesa de su gente,
les hicieron fuego a coria distancia, tocdndole una bale a Alcénta-
ra en la bocas Solamente le tiro un diente. Aledniara los obligd
a retirarse a las montafias y sus fuerzas les ocasionaron cincuenta
muertos a log Imperialigstas.

El General Pesqueira vino en ayuda de Aledntara, pero no
fueron suficientemente fuertes entonces para vencer a los franceses,
quienes congervaron el terreno hasta el aflo siguiente. Luegoyel dia
4 de septzembre de 1866, el General Angel Martinez vino de Sinaloa

y forzé a los Imperialistas a combatir en Guadalupe, cerca de Ures,
que estaban todavia al mando del General Lombard. Las fuerzas lea-
les resultaron victoriosas en esta batalla y los franceses procurae
ron egcaparse por el puerto de Guaymas, en botes de pesca, con in-
tencion de cruzar el Golfo de California a la peninsula, pero fue-
ron cercados en el Golfo, cerca de Mulegé, y los gque no se ahogaron
se les condujo a Guaymas, en donde el @General Martinez les formé
Cconsejo de Guerre y ejecutd a diez y ocho de ellos.

Por todo el valle del Rio Sonora muchos de los edificios
levantedos por los fronceses aun existen y la arquitectura muestra
los trazos europeos que ellos usaban.

A la muerte de su padre, el seffor Elias fué enviado a 3sus
parientes, a Guaymas con otros miembros de la familioc que se encon-
traban esparcidos por todo el Estado. Debido a la<nupacion por los
fronceses, la propiedad de su padre sufrio grandes pérdidas, su ga=-
nado jue robado o ahuyentado, y la familia quedo llena de deudase
Asi fue que a la tierna edad de 13 aflos empezé a bregar por la vida,
por 8i mismo, yendose a vivir @ Tecoripa por corto tiempo y regresan
do a Guaymas mas tarde en donde aprendié el oficio de carrocero ba=
Jjo la tutela de un Americano de nombre Pedro B. Chisem. Este sgefior
aun vive, tiene mds de cien afog y reside en Guaymag. El seflor Chisem
es un carpintero muy competente y fué el que le impartié o Don Rafael
los conocimientos de su oficio y siempre estaba sumamente ocupcdo
haciendo carros.

TRABAJO EN LAS MINAS DE ORO.

El aflo siguiente fué a trobajar a Minas Prietas, una po-
blacién minera floreciente al Sur-Este de Hermosillo y alli siguid
practicando su oficio. Esta mina estd ahore cerrada ,por motivo de
haberse inundado los trabajos cuando la mina se cerro durante uno
de los levantamientos que ocurrieron, y aunque todavia seria pro -
ductiva resultaria muy costoso desaguarla.

En 1876 fueé a San Francisco, California, en donde traba-
Jjo en su oficio. 4111 asistio a la escuela nocturna estudiando in-
gles. En aquel tzempo no eran necesarios pagaportes o papelea de
1nngraozon de ninguna especie, pues no se le daba zmportancza al-
guna a la linea internacional. Permanecié alli algiin tiempo y des=
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pués fué a El Triunfo en la Baja California, donde trabajo en las
minas por cuenta de un periodista de San Francisco, de nombre Henry
Brooks. FEstc era una mina de plata gituada cerca de La Paz y que
después Brooks la vendié a algunos intereses de Magatldn. Brooks
era una persona bondadosa y muy admirado por su generosidad y bene=-
volencia hacia sus compafleros y empleadog.

Después que Brooks dispuso de sus propiedades, el seflor
Elias fué a trabajar con un inglés de nombre John Butcher Heppel,
primo de la entonces Reina Victoria de Inglaterra. FEsto fué en Pi-
nos Altos del Estado de Chihuahua. El referido Heppel tenia una mi
na de oro en ese lugar y tuvo que gastar una enorme fortuna parae
trangportar su maquinaria del puerto de Guaymas en Sonoray al itra -
vés del Estado y de la Sierra Madre a lomo de burros y mulas, pero
fué muy gbrtunado en su empresa. La ultima vez que se le vio, toda
via estaba trabajando-alli y de esto hace mas de cincuenta aflos.

A la edad de 27 aflos, en el afio de 1880, Rafael Elias vol
vié al valle de San Pedro en donde los miembros de la familia poseian
el gran rancho de San Pedro y en donde verios de sus hermanos mane-
Jjaban grandes manadas de ganado de raza purce £Es por demds decir
el regocijo que causé el regreso al hogar del errante, y después de
habérsele informado de la parte que le correspondia en la propiedad,
permanecié alli sélamente un corto tiempo transladdndose o Bisbee,
donde las actividades mineras empezaban a desarrollarse con mucha
seriedad.

En Bigbee obtuvo el contrato para abastecer de lefla a los
hornos de la fundicion.

En este tiempo el seffor Elias se dié cuenta de que ya ero
tiempo de sentar plaza y volvié a San Pedro que era todavia el puer=-
to de entrada. La oficina de aduanas estaba en Charleston abajo de
Tombstone y todo el mineral de las minas de aquella region, se lle=
vaba ¢ la fundicion de Charleston. Habia alli dos guardes aduanales
y se crée que no erigstian otras personas mas en el territorio de Ari
zona. Tombstone era una ciudaed de unos ocho o diez mil habitantes,

EL CORONEL GREENZ.

. En el affo 1890 se cambié el puerto a Fronteras y seis me-
gses mds tarde a la Morita. Después, en 1895 se translado a Naco
cuando se llevaba @ caboe un reconocimiento ferroviario al sur, ha-
cia Cananea. GSe intentaba construir una linea que yendo a Nacoza-.
ri comectara arriba con la linea que se habia reconocido en 1881,
al través de lo que es ahora Douglas, Arizona y haciec el sur parc
conectar con el puerto de Guaymas. Sin embargo, no se obtuvo nin-
giin éxzito para llevar a cabo esos planes y lo linea al sur de Cana-
nea nunca 8e terminé, habiendo sido al Coronel "Bill" Greenea Qquien
se debe la construceion de la linea de Cananea. EI ferrocaorril fi-
nalmente decidio el puerto de entrada, y en 1901 quedo establecido
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'E1l Coronel Greeneen aquella época poseia un gran rancho con
tiguo al del Coronel Packard, cerca de Hereford y estaba muy intere-
sado en comprar las propiedades de log herederos del seflor Elilas,com-
prendiendo la propiedad de San Pedroe. Todos los herederos a ezxcep =
cion de Rafael vendieron sus propiedades o Greene, pues Rafael por
ningin motive quiso deshacerse de su parte. Las negociaciones conti=-
nuaron por mucho tiempo, pero Rafael no cedide Ademds de haberse es-
tablecido el seffor Elias en su parte en el Rancho de San Pedro, lo hi
zo también en el Rancho de San Rafael, arriba de su antigua morada.
Esto pasaba en 1880 y todavia existen alli muchos de los dlamos que
él planté entonees, muy frondosos y de gran circunferencia.

Este rancho de San Rafael, que ahora tieme una presae y una
inmensa alberce, lo adquirio el sefior Elias del Coronel Greene en
cambio de unc parte de la antigua propiedad de San Pedro, de la que
no queria deshacerse. El Coronel Greene habia ofrecido pagarle el
precio que el seffor Elias pusiera a la propiedad, pero Rafael, que
era muy astuto en materia de negoclos, sabia que, tarde que tempra-
no, Greene accederia a su proposicion. Un dia que encontré o Greene
el asunto quedé arreglado en el camino, el Coronel le pregunté cudn-
do estaria listo para tratar el negocio. "Bueno, ya que usted insig-
te", dijo Elias, "no veo por qué no podriamos llegar a un arreglo des
de luego”. <"Bueno”, contesté el Coronel "Cudl es su proposicidén de us
ted?" ¢ Traé usted el mapa de su propiedad"?, pregunté Flias. Al ense
flarle el mapa del contorno. de los terrenos, Elias dijo, "Hago el cam-
bio por este lugar aqui”, corriendo su ldpiz al derredor de una parte
del drea sur que aparecia en el mapa. "Bueno, por qué escoge usted
precisamente esa extension?, pregunté Greene. "Esa es una eztension
muy considerable ademds de estar una gren parte cercada, con manantia
les y situada en la parte superior del rio”. La contestacidn de Elfas
fué que él poseia un pequefio rancho al Oeste de los linderos de esos
terrenos y deseaba tenerlos juntos. -"Qué le parece si los deslindamos?,
dijo el Coronel. ="Muy bien", contesto Rafael, ”maqde usted sus pro=-
pios agrimensores, confio en su honradéz de que serdn bien deslinda-
dos, y nos dividiremos el costo del cercado®. A este punto se cerrd
el trato, y Flias no supo mds del asunto, sino hasta un affo mds tar-
de que se le comunicé que ya se habia consumado el trato, habiéndole
cedido el Coronel Greene 900 hectdreas mds, (2,250 acres).

LA GENEROSIDAD DE GREENE.

Otro ejemplo de la habilidad en los negocios de Greene,
cuando tenia como socio a un individuo de nombre (Costello de Tombstone
y otro individuo llamado O'keefe: Estas personas habian ayudado a
Greene en infinidad de negocios y fueron sus socios en su negociacidn
ganadera asi como en sus actividades mineras en Cananea. Se cruzd en-
tre ellos una disputa por una propiedad, al grado de llevar el pleito
hasta la corte, con el resultado que Greene perdid en el juicio ci -
vil y se le quité el control de la propiedad. Llevd el asunte a las
Cortes del Estcdo, asi como a las cortes federales en la ciudad de
Mézico y el juicio fué revocado y como fué el #ltimo recurso de los

)
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otros, éstos quedaron fuera. Jin embargo, Greene con su generosidad
acogtumbrada pfirmo un cheque por $100,000 a favor de O'Keefe sélamen-
te para probarle que no estaba resentido. Era su cogtumbre obtener
todo lo que se proponia, sin que para conseguir sus fines el dinero
Juera un obstdculo.

Don Rafael se acuerda bien de Gerdnimo, el Jefe de los Apa-
ches. Mantuvo buencs relaciones con él y en muchas ocasiones le did
muchas reses para su tribue Pero en 1887, cuando tanto los soldados
Americanos como log Mericanos recogian el resto de estos Indios, que
eran considerados como bandidos, muchos de ellos ge separaron de la
banda principal y al siguiente aflo andaban continuamente asesinando a
los vaqueros y exploradores o a cualquier viajero que encontraban. Al
gseflor Elfcs se le tendid una emboscada en dos ocasiones y sug oJjos
brillan cuando se le recuerdan estos acontecimientos.

A PUNTO DE SER EMBOSCADO.

Ocurrié en el mes de junio de 1887 cuando el seflor Elias
volvia de Altar a caballo dirigiéndose a su campo cerca de La Morita.
Llegando @ Los Difuntos, que estd immediato a la pequefia garita, cer~
ca de donde se unen los caminos entre Aguc Prieta y Cananea, oyo ti=
ros de rifle arriba del cerro. Inmediatamente subidé a caballo a un
punto alto cercano desde donde pudo ver a cuatro de estos bandidos
Apaches asesinando a dos Mexricanos que llevaban un carro cargado de
mezcal. Mataron a los dos Mezicanos y descuartizaron sus CuUETDPOS.

Los indios entonces se llevaron el mezcal. Dos de ellos ge dirigie-
ron a un campamento de Indios al pié del cerro de San José y los otros
dos partieron hacia el campo de Elias probablemente con la intencion
de asecharlo. Ataron los caballos a un arbol y empezaron a embriagar=
se con el mezcal. FElias estuvo observdndolos por algin tiempo y,
cuando comprendid que estaba o salvo, se dirigié a San Pedro.

Mis tarde, en ese mismo dia, Ramén Vdzquez, un vaquero que
trabajaba con Manuel Elias, hermano de Rafael, andaba afuera buscan-
do un caballo que se habia salido del corral y encontrd a uno de es=
tos Indios tirado borracho, debajo de un drbol; el Indio estaba des-
nudo hasta la cintura y su cuerpo presentaba seflales de golpes y des=
garraduras que debid de haber sufrido ¢ ccusa de caidas entre las ro-
cas, y rasguflos de los mesquites y otras hierbas. (omo el oiro Indio
habia ido a un manantial a traer agua, Vdzquez se acercd cautelosamen
tg el Indio y cuando estuvo seguro que dormia Yy nmo portaba arma, bus:
co una piedra para aplastarle la cabeza Yy no enconirando alguna,abrio
su coria~-plumag y lo degollé casi, separandole la cabeza del cuerpo.
Después le corté las orejas al Indio por lo que recibié una gratifi-
cacion de cien dolares del Gobierno del Estadoe

Al compafiero del Indio que maté Vdzquez, se le vio venir
del manantial y cuando pudo distinguir al vaquero Mericano, le hizo
fuego con su rifle, pero como estaba ebrio tuvo mala punteria y Viz-
quez pudo escapar al Rancho de Sgn Pedro. :

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SIEMPRE ESCOGIA TERRENOS ALTOS.

Elias encontré unos viajeros que se dirigian o Fronteras, y
les pidid que relataran los acontecimientos a las autoridades lag que
al die siguiente enviaron un carro y recogieron a los dos Mexicanos
agesinadose Los otros dos Indios que se habian ido a su campamento
trataron de asaltar solapadamente al gefor Elias; pero él1 siempre eg-
cogia los terrenos altos pare viajar al través de territorio hostil y
era capaz de correr mis que ellos en su caballo ligero y llegar al
rancho sin peligroe.

El aflo anterior, 1886, cuando Gerdnimo se rindié, algunos
miembros de su tribu, asecharon a Elias, cuando éste regresaba del
Disirito de Imuris y poco antes de que llegara a un punto al extremo
norte de los cerros de Cananea, por la noche, esta banda fué disper-
sade por soldados Mexicanos. FEl sefior Elias presencié la batalla, pe-
ro como estaba obscuro no pudo saber cudntos muertos hubo. El mig=
mo Geronimo no parecia ser tan Seroz como se le pintaba, pero tenia
unos gecuaces que eran peligrosos o los que se aventuraban 80los.

"Yo no creo que Gerdnimo tenia arriba de 35 hombres en su
grupo, cuando los soldados lo andaban persiguiendo y estos hombres se
dividian en pequeflos grupos y se juntaban en un punto escogido de an=-
temano", Flias recordabas Algunas veces estaban en Cumpas, despueés
aparecian cerca de Froniteras y luego en las montaflas Chiricahuas y
asi sucesivamentes Gerdénimo pudo haberse rendido a los soldados He=
zicanos muchas veces, pero él estaba mds ansioso de tratar con los
Americanos pues sabia que se encontraba en mal terreno Yy creo que des~
de hacia mucho tiempo estebe deseoso de entregarse condicionalmente
hagta que por fin lo hizo. Se dicenm muchas cosas en contra de este
Apache de las cuales no fué responsable, dijo el seflor Elias.

RECUERDA FL TEMBILOR.

En 1887 ocurrié también un fuerte temblor en esta regidn.
Volvia de Puertecitos ceroa de Cananea dirigiéndose a caballo al ran-
cho de San Pedro, cuando sintié que la tierra temblaba y lo primero
que le llamé la atencidén fué un incendio que aparecid, de repente,
como a la mitad de la falda sur del cerro de San José. Tal vez nune
ca podrd saberse la ccusa que originé el fuego, pero fué un gran es-
pectdculo y el fuego se extendidé tanto, que destruyé una gran area
de drboles del monte. Muchos de los abrevaderos y manantiales se
secaron ese mismo dia y aparecieron otrqa en lugares en donde no ha-
bie habido agua antes. Cerca de donde él estaba parado broté agua de
la tierra y hasta la fecha todavia fluye este liquido en ese lugar.
Manaba tanta ague que se rebosaba el Rio de Sgn Pedro.

El O0jo de Piedra, al sur-cste de la estacién de Sgn José
y @ la izquierda de la presente via del ferrocerril, fué otro manan-
tial que aparecid entonces y que atn eristee

Dice Elias que un hermano de Don Luis Filliams estaba tra-

()
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bajando la mina en Puertecitos y que el tenia el contrato para sacar
el mineral de dicha mina.

Hablando de la presente sequia, dijo el sefior Elias que,
continuamente, desde 1880, parece haber menos precipitacion cada aflo,
por supuesto hay estaciones cuando la precipitacion es mayor de lo or
dinario; pero no llueve tanto estos ultimos aflos como en los tiempos
anteriores.

Jese Juan, his father, was the son of
Jose Rafael, another Sonoran also born
at Arizpe in 1795 and whose father
Rafael, was one of three Elias brothers
who came from Spain in 1775,

The other brothers of the first
Elias’s were Jose Maria «ho settled at
Cocospero, near what is now Imuris,
south of Nogalzs and Juan who was a
priest. Jose Maria was a very rich man

heard rifle fire just over the hill. He
at once rode to a high poin{ nearby and
saw four of these renegade Apaches
butchering two Mexicans who were
hauling a wagon laden with mescal.
Both the Mexicans were killed and their
bodies mutilated. . The Indians then
drove away the load of mescal and
two of them headed for an Indian camp
at the foot of San Jose mountain. The
other two started toward Elias' camp,
presumably to ambush him. They tied
up their horses to a bush and proceeded
to drink their fill of the mescal. Elias
watched them for some time, and when
he decided it was safe for him to move
he headed for San Pedro.
