What is tbe pre•ent state of affairs or tbe Liberal Party? 
IT IS DISASTROUS. 
The Liberal Party, is at tbe present time, practically deainte­grated. The factora to ita downf'all, as before outlined, haTe beenpitit"ully sueoeeded one anotber tbis time. A well fcunded fear is now in the minds of the people,that the ma­terial interests which have been accumulated by unscrupulous 
leaders, c)uring the revolution period, will be an unsurmountable 
barrier � the carrying out of the �d����inciples proclaimed bythe revolution, and particularly to th 1:;�rñciple which can be con­
sidered as the main foundation upon which the movement was launched, 
to-wit- THE FREE VOTE. 
Moreover, the majority of the people have the legitimate desire to
be frée from the official tutorship at the polls. This tutorship 
has been shown, by our former sad experiences,to be the death sen­
tence to our oivic rights. And this dssire of the people, so le­

I will give preference to discussion of the moral problem firstly, 
as it is my conviction that without a moral foundation, none 
of them can be solved.

J taking a most energetic purification,- first among the members of 
the army who have deviated from the road of honor,- and later 
runongst gll branchs of the Administration, purging a.11 those 
off icials who seem to think ths.t the revolut1on ha.d as i ts goal 
the enriching of those who entered its ranks. This undertaking 
is most needful after all revolutionary movements, as on many 
cases, it is necessary on the spur of the moment, to use men of 
little or no experiencé as well as to show a certain degree of 
tolerance to military leaders and in other branchs in considera­
tion of the services they have rendered to the cause. 

The only successful way to carry on the unuertaking 
as outlined in the previous parragraph, is by setting the example 
and this initiator, must have the necessary moral strength to ins­
pire respect. These two most necessary factors, cannot be found 
in a more or less alluring program,- they can only be brought out 

of a olean record. 



The feasibility of this undertaking can only be rendered pos-
sible if the successor to the actual President reaches office 
without compromises, so that, in this manner, he will have 
a large field where to choose his associates from. He will 
also be in position to remove them at a.ny time for the good of 
the service,- wher�ª$, on the other hand, this choicewould have 
to be made amongst a reduced number of fa.vorites.

"Even in tbis retreat, where I wished to devote llcy' life to the ac­t:i.vity of work e.nd tranquility of the home there has been felt within the past few months something in the way of agitation that llay. be compared to 
the effect of the waves upon the beach; and tbd.s agitation whioh at first, seemed to be light and unimportant, has been inoreasing to such an extent 
that within the last few weeks it has demandad my serious attention and 
has become a matter of deep concern for me. 

At first there were only a few letters princips.lly from friends o:f 
mine who insinuated that I should abandon my retreat and prepare to enter 
the coming politioal campaign; and while I am writing this I am receiving innumerable insinuations from my friends, from persone unknown to me, from 
labor organizations, from political factions, etc. etc. and finally,- sorne 
political parties already organizad in different parts of the Country ha.ve set me up as a candidata for the Preside-ncy of the Republic in the next Constitutional Period. 

The communications which I received in this respect vary in style; sorne of the� come in the natura of a request, others in the natura of a dema.nd, others pointing out to me historical responsibilities in the event 
that I should refuse to enter the political race, etc. and tbe represent­
ation with wbich some of them claim to adaress me is still more varied: they speak to me in the ns.me of the Country, in the na.me of.Democracy and 
in the na.me of the Revolution, etc. 

I alone am a.ble to interpret in ea.ch of the communications to wbich I refer the personal sentiment of the individuals who wrote those letters 
to me, or manifestations independent of local political groups. 

I, therefore, must leave to my own judgement the task of deciding 
whioh is the road that duty points out to me, inasmuch as it is impossible 
to reme.in_ indifferent in the fa.ce of the approaching situation and, coun­aelled by it, I shall seak the origin of this agitation, I shall seek to 
determine the dangers that may beset me beca.use of it and 9 finally, as I said before, I shall try to find the place wbere I should be in order to go there without hesitation, with the same resignation with which I went 
to the deserta of Chihuahua when duty pointed out my place to me at the 
root of the unfai thfulness- of Pascual Orozco, as l marchad against Victo­
riano Huerta at the root of the memorable happenings of the murder of Ma­
dero, as I marchad to Cela.ya when Francisco Villa, forgetting the obliga­tions he had contracted and the_ covenants he had pledged during the revo­lution, declarad himself to be unfaithful and ignorad the Suprema Chief 
of the Revolution, and, finally, as I marchad to my home to return to my. 
priva.te life after constitutional order had been restored within an ad­vanced legislation, the fundamental principles inscribed on the flag of 
the revolution were conquered. 

The dangc-rs on t:r. .:S..s 000..asio� w!.11 present themsfll v�s undoubtedly in 
a diffe,�enT form, but they must be accepted and their origin must be in­-v·e::3tigated and they must be poi.nted out, wi thout pre ju<i1ces or preoccupa­tions so long as I am favored by the most absoluta independence .and free from ties or obligations of any kind. 

In order to make this investigation, in which I shall ha.ve befare me first and above all things the sacred interests of the Nation, I shall not take into account either the man or the na.mes and I shall limit myself to the facts: 
It is just barely two years ago that constitutional order was restored to the Nation, thereby giving baok to the people all the rights which hadbe,, snatched from us by the usurpation, and I wanted to be one of the
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first to enjoy them inasmuch as they signify the most legitimate triumph conquered wi th the sacrifice.· of all our fallen comra.des who gave up their li ves in the struggle, and I gave up the mos·t spontaneous ma.nner the mili­
tary uniform to which I had to subject myself for several years by a call. to duty, at a time when we were callad upon to recovar with arma in our 
hands that which had been snatched from us in thoae memorable days of the 
murder of Madero, when it was believed that we had lost the blessed privi­leges and rights which our forefathers knew how to purcha.se with their own blood a.nd which they had left to us an inheritance of patriotism. 

·, r

For barely two years I have been living within the most legitima.te well-being and I ha.ve to open the pa.renthesis of uneasiness, responsibili­
ties and d�ngers in arder not to break the bonds which united me ,to my duty. 

In arder to determine the place that belongs to me, I need to make a careful investigation of the causes.which bring about the misery which is 
being felt and the a.nxiety which comes with the next election campaign in which the people must designate a successor to the present President of t�e Republic. 

THBRE ARE i'WO PRIBCIPAL POIBTS WHICH MUST BE RECOGNIZED: 
l.- What is the political situation? 

II.- Vfuat are the causes which bring. about·the ill-feeling that is being felt each da.y more and more and which almost borders on 
a.ngu.isb? 
HOW lf NY POLITIC.AL PARTIES ARE THERE AT PRESENT IN THE COUNTRY 
AND WHAT i\..'F{E THEIR TENDENCIES? 

There is only one political party that is active in character and ita tendencias are advanced, but it is divided into an infinite number of groups 
which vary from one another only in detail,- details which should be con­sidered as variances_that result from the character of their organizara. 

HOW 1lANY POLITICAL PI\..RTIES HAVE EXIS ED IN THE COTJNTRY? 
Only two: the CONSERVATIVE PARTY and the LIBERU Pft..RTY� with tenden­oies diametrically opposed to one another. 

IN  WHAT WAY WERE THOSE TvVO PARTIES DISTINGUISHED FROM ONE ANOTHER? 
Since our country undertook the first liberty-seeking movement, the 

Mexican family was divided into two political pa.rties, one of them formed by the oppressors and the other by the oppressed, thé formar taking the name 
of CONSERVATIVES and the latter the na.me of LIBERALS. The formar was made up of the representatives of larga capital, the aristocratic elergy and the foreigners who enjoyed special privileges within the country; and the latter 
comprised members of the working clase,- day laborera, professional man, farmers, stock men a.nd representatives of small industrial enterprises, this latter group constituting a real majority of the Mexica.n family whose strengt 
has been fully demonstrated in the armed conflicts from which they ha.ve al­ways come out victorious notwithstanding the disadvantages with which it has always had to contend at the commencement of the struggle. 

WH.AT OTHER ELEMENTS HAVE SUPPORTED THE CONSERVATIVE PARTY? 
In the movements subsequent to the Independence movement, the eopser­

vative Party has been supported by leaders of the Liberal Party who have prostituted ita prestige blinded by their ambition or in defense of tllicit 
fortunes, a.nd the latter ha.ve been generally utilized by the Conservative 
Party as a means of placing itself in control of the Power. This type of 
Neo-Conservators has always been an obstacle to the realization of Liberal Principles. 

WHY HAS THE LIBERAL PA..'RTY .ALWAYS BEEH VICTORIOUS IN THE ARMED CONFLICTS? 

Beca.use the Liberal Party is made up to a great extent of the people 



and. therefore,is supported by the immense strengtñ of Public Opinion. g. 
Because the Conservative �arty, which I have pointed out above as having 

been constituted partly of privileged foreigners. always seeks through them 
the support of their respective Governments, thereby making their cause in 
the minds of the citizens of the country to be impregnated with hate and giv­
ing strength to the enemy with exterior threat which he presenta to him� 

Because the oonstituents of the Conservativa Party, with·very few excep­
tions, are not elements of combat and they direct all their efforts to the 
defensa of their material interests, manifesting an apparent neutrality which 
is a long way from being real, and 1 ts labor becomes· deficient beoause i t li­
mi ts itself to purchasing prestiges· and paying for sa.me with strife, and the 
strife which it applies in payment of the prestige serves only to increase 
the number of martyrs and these ha.ve always made the best fu.el to ignite the 
bonfire of popular wrath. 

And in this matter the mista.kas accumulate until the Party carves its 
own disaster, after 'having be�n exploited by the false leaders who hire their 
swords to them. 

WIIY DOES THB LIBERAL P.ARTY FAIL IN ITS POLITIC.AL STRUGGLES 
WHICH FOLLOW ITS ARMED VICTORIES IN SPITE OF THE FACT THAT 
TRIS PARTY IS SUPPORTE_D BY A GREAT MAJORITY IN THE COUNTRY? 

Beca.use at the commencement of the political struggle, this is me.de with­
in the party itself and it disintegrates causing divisions which present two. 
aspects: (a .- general aspects.- those which are produc�d throughout the coun­
try and whose number is determined always bx the number of leaders who at the 
close of the armed struggle are pointed out as béing presidential possibili­
ties; (b}.- local aspects produced by general aspects within each State. 

Through the loss of prestige which sorne of their leaders, particularly 
among the most conspicuous ones, gain for their party upon their deviation 
from the oourse-= mapped out by party principles, to follow those who lead to 
Nealth and power, taking advantage of the prestige gained with collective 
effort in order to accumulate fortunas and commit wrongs; acts that for the good of ,our country are condemned by Public Opinion. 

Beca.use the leaders who I ha.ve pointed out in the foregoing paragraph, 
already orphans of prestige and separated from the majority of their comrades 
who ma.y have given them name and fame with their effÓrt, forgetful of the 
obligations.they have contracted with the great anonymous family of combatants 
they become vehicles of Reaction and ·permit the Conservativa Party to ride 
comfortably over their loss of prestige until it invades all the powers of the Nation. 

. WHAT IS THE CONDITION OF THE LIBERAL PARTY AT THE PRESENT TIME? 
DISASTROUS: 
The Liberal Party is practically disintegrated. because the phenomena 

which I have pointed out above as determining factora of their previous fai­
lures ha.ve been repeated on this occasion: the divisions ha.ve been produced 
in all of their aspects, degenerating in many States of the Repub¡ic from political divisions to armad conflicts. 

We see also with deep affliction how many of the more conspicuous men 
within the military order as well as the civil order have .completely weakened 
the tendencias of the revolutionary movement, devoting all their activities 
to accumulating fortunas and seeking absolution through the efforts of hired 
writers who absolve them in the name of Public Opinion. 

WH. T WOULD BE THE CONDITION OF THE LIBE...ltft.L PA.RTY IF T"R"E CONSERVATIVE 
PARTY, HEADED BY THE GROUP OF CHIEFTAINS REFERRED TO IN THE FOREGOING 
PARAGRA.PH. SHOULD CARRY ONE OF THE LATTER TO THE SUPREME POWER OF THE N ATION? INDEFENSIBLE: 

Be·cause the Liberal Party, disint.egrated as i t is, would be abandoned by 
a great number of those who toda.y claim to be its leaders, who are now alien­
ated from it and who would necessarily have to merge with the Power to safe-



guard their interests leaving behind them nothing but the most bitter crit­
icism to be borne by the scattered groups of the party and the military
lead.ers who have not- violated the rules of honor and who have resisted the
temptations to take the easy money; they figure among the sceptical people 
who retire to their homes where a mysterious death may overtake them, or
take up again the weapon of defense, lighting anew the torch of civil war
which without a doubt would be of a most bloody character, for it would be
a war of vengaance, endangering thousands of lives, immense interests and
perhap� the very sovereignty of the country itself. 

WHAT WOULD BE THE CONDITION OF THE AI?MY IF A NEO-CütTSERVATOR SHOULD ATTAIN THE SUPREME POWER OF THE NATION ASSISTED BY THE CONSERVATIVE PARTY, CONQUERED ON THE BATTLEFIELDS BY THAT SAME 
ARMY'!-';-

The .A:rmy, without a doubt, would be reduced to the number of chiefs 
who carry as their supreme ideal, inscribed on their standard, the motto 
"POWER AND WE.ALTH", and this motto they would carry out to the very letter. 
They would want to give to the Army the job of executioner whose duty it 
would be to silence, the sentiments of Public Opinion, placing the Army be­
tween the command and conscienoe; betwe&n the duty of the soldier and the 
dignity of the citizen; as executioner to serve the ambitions of the tyrant 
or to be the victim of honor, es�ablishing public disgrace as the personnel 
of the Army, where the degrees of distinction would be determined. by public 
disgrace itself. 

WHAT WOULD BE TRE HISTORIO.AL FUTURE OF THE CONSTITUTION.AL REVOLUTION AND OF ÍTS FIRST CHIEF IF THE CONSERVATIVE. PARTY SHOULD SUCCEED, WITH THE COMPLICITY OF THE CHIEFS WHO I HAVE POINTETI OUT ABOVE, IN GAINING CONTROL OF THE SUPR:IDlE POWER OF THE NATION AND IN DESTROYING THE WORK OF THE REVOLUTION IN ITS NEW-BORN LEGISLATION? 
FATAL: -

. Thjt gen�ral belief is that the First Chief of the Constitut+onaliatArmy observecí aome tolerations with the military chiefs, especially in suchacts as were of personal benefit, because•they believed that the only ob­jective of the struggle was to aocomplis� by force of arms the downfall of the usurper, Victoriano Huerta, and to put in bis place the disloyal Fran­cisco Villa, leaving the acts of morality and discipline to be worked out and put into practice after the establishment of the Constitutional Govern­ment and at such time as it might be able to rely on a greater arnount of authority. 
Subsequently it has been believed that the work of correction has been postponed on account of the difficult conditions with which the Government has had to contend, leaving this work for sorne time in the future when it could be more easily performed by a successor who would not be held back by political obligations of any kind. 
But if after all it is found that those rnen are not only immune from punishrnent but in control of the power and covering the vangu.ard of the Con­servative Party who fought the Revolution, they will deátroy the fruits of the Revolution which may still be gathered from the good seed that was sown by the Revolution and which has been watered by torrents of anonymous blood, and then a just protest of indignation shall bu1rst out all over the Republic against the leaders of an armed movement which soaked the· country wi th i ts own blood and left it desolate for a period of many years, a Revolution that upset all the order of things to produce as an only and bitter fruit a group of ambition-seekers who may gain control of the power and wealth of the Nation. 

WHAT ARE THE CAUSES OF THE UNCERTAINTY AND ANXIETY \7ffiICH ARE AT PRESENT INVADING THE COUNTRY? 
There is a justified fear that the material interests accumulated during the Revolution by chiefs, who were roen of limited scrupples, have been an un­surmountable barrier to the implantation of the principles proclairned during the Revolution and partieularly to that which has sefved as a fundamental principl�, and which is none other than the EFFECTIVENESS OF SUFFRAGE. 
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Furthermore, the legitimate desire to be freed from all semblance of official guardianship and restraint when it comes to an election is a matter 1 that has ever been in the minds of the great majority,-a condition that has always existed in our country as a fatal blow to 

the existence of public liberty.. A. very strange interpretation is already being given to this most legitimate desire for freedom to vote 
and there are newspapers that have already been instructed to say that 
it is the work of Reaction that pretends to snatch the power from the 
leader-s. 

AFTER CAREFULLY OBSERVING PHE FOREGOING DISCUSSION 
AN OPINION IS FORMED AND WS ARE ABLE TO ARRIVE AT 
THE FOLLOWING CONCLUSIONS: 

I.- There is a great deal of uneasiness being felt all over the country because it is justly feared that the liberty and privilege to 
hold a free elect.ion, a prinoiple that has served as the main a.xle of the armed movement may be overshadowed by the barrier whieh will be 
presented by the material interests accumulated during the Revolutio­nary period by many of its principal chieftains and leaders. 

II.- There is the well founde4 fear that a political failure of the 
Liberal Party may give to the Conservative Party an opportunity to des­troy the incipient reforms, many of which have not put into practice and which signify the desired result of the revolutionary movement from 
its inception.by the Apostle Francisco I. Madero to ita continuation by
the Citizen Venustiano Carranza. A victory of the Conservative Party would endanger all the members of the army who have not stained their swords with the blood of ambition or refused their laurels at the weight of the gold which debases. 

III.- There is also great anxiety becau,se peace is considered to be in danger i:f the people. see their supreme ambitions defeated, arnbitions that have beento them during the struggle their only mitigator to soothe their pains and their miseries. 
IV.- The Liberal Party in whos� custody has always been entrusted the dignity of the Nation for the reason that this part� has been the only faotion that has nobly defended it with its own blood when the Na­

tion has been t�eatened by foreign invasion through the infidelity o:f the Conservative Party, is in danger o:f being destroyed bec�use a few of ita so-called leaders have impoverished its principles and deserted ita ranks. 
V.- The material interests created during the revolution constitute the only obstacle to the implantation of the advánced principles proclaim­

ed and_ defended with so much sacrifica by the Liberal Party during the past struggle. 
VI.- The historical personality of the First Chief of the Constitu­

tionalist A.rmy is in danger, - if his work - notwithstanding his indis­putable energies and well-directed efforta with which he overcame the 
greatest difficulties in order to accomplish that work, resulta unfruit­ful and bears nothing but bitter fruit,- the untimely result of all our past revolutions: TO NOT'ALLOW THE COUNTRY TO FREE ITSELF FROM ITS LIBERATORS. 

MEANS OF AVR.-qTING TffS AlIGER AND PUTTIITG TH3 
LIBERAL PARTY IN A POSITION TO OBTAIN A. D INi ITE POLITICAL VICTORY. 

I.- To give to the Conservative Party a liberal· opportunity in the contest within the ample margin given by our liberal laws fer all polit­
ical movements, without having to disguise itself with the mask of the Revolution, presenting its program of retreat and oppression and not with a program hired by some Neo-Conservator. 
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II.- To make it possible for each member of the Liberal Party 

to act on his own initiative without having to subject himself to the obligations contracted by his leaders, thereby eliminating 
tho·se who have deviatecl from •the course that duty has marked out 
for them. 

III.- To initiate a new organization whereby all the citizens of the Republic �ay ca�t their vote without having to take sides 
with any of the groups which at present participate in the politi- . cal contest, many of which are made up of official elements whose 
independence must of necessity be very relativa. 

At first I stated that I would not �onsid�r �ither individuals or na.mes in my study of the political condition of the country, on speaking of the revolutiontsts who have converted to their own personal benefit the triumph of the Liberal Party,because I want to leave to 
them the task of answering "Present" when Public Opinion, after read- · ing this Manifesto,·calls the roll. 

Aware of the dangers that I have pointed out above and which threaten with death the rights of our citizens which mean to those of us who know how to appraciate so honorable a title the very dearest of principles, I break the bonds of peace and welfare, and I open a parenthesis of u.neasiness, responsibilities and dangers in order to offer to my fellow-citizens all my energies and all my willingness to do what is.righ�, if they think that this contingent can signify at thia moment a factor that may serve to unite all the good pitizens, who, without political or moral indifference may desire to unite their 
efforts in defense of th national interests. . . 

Ambition has not moved me to do this. Ambition could have counselled the .complici ty as well as the shortest way to satisfy i t.

WHY HAVE I NOT LEFT THE lMtNAGEMElf.I: OF THE POLITICAL
CAlvíP.AIGN IN I1HE HANDS ·OF TH S MILITANT GROUPS WJIO HAVE OFFERED ME THEIR SUPPORT? 

I.- Because I am sure that the groups to which I refer should not be considered as political parties. but rather as portions of the Lib­eral Part), and to leave the management of the campaign in their 
hands, would be provoking divisions and differences among the members of that party itself. 

II.- Because I am satisfied that a political victory for any of the groups referred to would not give to their candidate the necessary 
moral strength and courage to meet the problems face to face that have to be decida4 a.nd to avert the dangers that I have pointed out; a kind 
of strength that can only be provided by a frank manifestation of national good-will • 

. III.- Beoause I am convinced that the most faithfu.l interpretation made by the Revolution of the supreme ambition of the people of Mexico resta in the promise to reconquer by force of arms the rights wrested and violated by .the usurpation, to return them to all and each of the citizens and that the latter might immediately be able, in the most ample manner; to exercise those rights to the fu.llest extent; and that reconquering, which as I have said before, should be considered as :fun­damental, would be restrained if the tendencies of sorne of the milita.btgroups were given an opportunity to develop themselves - tendencies to pretend to have the right to lead the political work among those who participated in the armed oonflict, only.
IV.- Because some of the groups already organized count on a large number of official elements and to be guided by them would be equivalent to converting my candidacy into a hothouse plant,- not only my candidacy 

but also the authority which I might derive from a victory under those 
condi tions would also be of the hothouse· variety.
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VffiY HAVE I N OT .UiLOVTED OPPOSITION T O  SE T UP M.Y CANDIDACY IN 
SPITE OF THE MANY INSINUATIONS TH.AT I HAVE RE CEIVED FROM IT? 

I.- Because Ido not want to be guilty of the charge that I make 
against the chiefs who for ambition or lucre convert themselves into 
tools of the Conservative Party. 

II.- Because I am sure that .notwithstanding the facts that among 
tbe opposition element there is a great number of revolutionists of 
good stock who have had to alienate themselves from the present ad­
ministration on account of having emphatically pointed out some re­
proachable acts committed by high officiala of the government, there 
are traite of indignity and disloyalty; and, so far as I am concerned, 
Ido not want to preside over such an organization. 

Therefore, I am going to pnrsue a course that is free from the 
objections above pointed out which are characteristic of the two groups 
that I have turned down, groups that have violated all political for­
rnalities and precedents that have ,been in vogue up to the present time. 
The course that I am going to follow is a new one, which, though it may 

not be a lucky one or one that is impregnated with all the probabilities 
of victory, i t is at any rate a -couEse that will not belittle my poli tical 
morality and will place me in a position to more clearly understand the 
general sentiment of the people with respect to my candidacy. 

I prefer a thousand times over to·fail before being elected to office 
than to fail after having been elected, since a failure befare election would not belittle my dignity and I am sure thst in the no far distant 
future I would be jus.tified, whereas in the event of my failure after 
having been elected to office, it would be a failure of perrnanent and 
lamentable consequences for the Nation . 

On o.ffering myself as a candida�e in the coming poli ti cal contest 
my vowed inten_tions are:-

I.- To offer my services to my country as I am in the habit of 
doing whenever I see i ts insti tut.ions in danger. 

Ii.- To be relieved of the responsibilities that might rest on 
my shoulders if adversely on such occasions through selfishness or cow­
ardice I should remain criminally indifferent. 

THEREFORE, I PRESENT MYSE L F  IN THE POLITIC.A.L ARENA T O  SAY TOTHE NATION TRROITGH THIS l'I.ANIFES TO: 
TRAT I AlVI A CANDIDATE FOR THE PRESIDENCY OF TH � RFiPUBLIC IN 
THE CO HNG PRESID .. �NTI AL ELEC TION AND THAT I .AM A.BSOLUTEI,Y FREE FROM ALL POLITTCAJ, TIES BOTH WITHIN .AND WITHOU'T' THE COUN TRY. 

I am not going to take the time to outline a program full of mirages 
or illusions that my serve merely as a boom or advertisement. I am con­
vinced that the oountry no longer wa.nts programa which after all amount to nothing more than poetic prose. The people want deeds and their ambi­
tion is to find a successor to the present Chief Exeoutive of the Nation 
who can win their confidepce and my past:record is all I have to offer as 
an induoement, to justify the people in giving me their sup:port or as a 
motive to make me opposition; and my past record is the best assurance I can give that my standard ideal will be the highest regard for the law, 
to which perrogatives all the inhabitants of the Republic, regard.less of 
their political or religious creed, they shall have the same right. 

Nevertheless, I am going to outline a few considerations on the 
problema, which in my opinion, form a basi from which all other consil­
erations are derived: 

The capital problema as we may well designate them, are two: The 
former is of a moral character and the latter is of a political character, 
I give preference to the moral problem, for the reason that I am convinved 

.r r 
> 
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that no problem can be solved without a basis of.morality. 

The mora� problem can be aolved provided the successor of the 
present Chief Executive is capable of initiating an energetic campaign 
of purification, beginning with the members of the army who hava de­
viated from the course of honor and carrying this campaign to all other 
branches of the administration, with all of those officials who have 
believed that the sola purpose of the �evolution was to enrich themselves­
to fill the pockets of all those who joined it. This work becomes abso .. 
lutely necessary after a revolutionary movement, in which, it often hap­
pena that immediate requirements make it necessary to utiliza man of very 
limitad experience, and considerations for services rendered during time 
of war demand a certain amount of toler.ation and discretion with military 
chiefa or other man who may have given their servicea to the country ... 

The only way to meet with sucoess in the work referred to above 
is for the originator of such a movement to set the example and to have 
the necessary amount of moral courage to take the lead; and these two 
indispensible factora are not to be derivad from a more or less attractive 
program but from a clean record only. 

In order that the work of purification ma.y be feasible it is 
also necessary .that the successor to our President �ake office without 
being bound to extend favors of any kind to any one, in order that he 
may be free to choose his associates and be able to replace them whenever 
the requirements of good service should demand, without having to choose 
them from a limitad number. 

'rHR POLITICAT, PROB F'JJí:

THE POLITICAL PROBLEM CONSISTS IN '.rHE EFFICIENCY OF 
SUFFRAGE .AND ITS FAVORABLE DECISION WILL AUTOMATICALLY 
SOLVE MANY OTHER PROBLEMS OF CAPITAL IMPORTANCE. 

When the Executives and Representativas of Congress and the State 
Legislaturas can be elected throughout the country by popular vote with 
absoluta liberty, auch public servants will owe their positions to the 
favor extended to them by the people who elect them and consequently, 
they will endeavor to live in harmony with Public Opinion, sustaining 
and defending at all times all and each of the problema that may be of 
vital interest to the people who have elected them, whether it b� the 
agrarian problem, labor lagislation or any other problem. But so long 
as a majority of thesa public officiála and representativas owe their 
position to the favor that may have been e;xtended to them by high author­
ities, their only care will be to cultivate that friendship at any cost 
and no problema will be solved except those that are ·of irnmediate inter­
est to those who have favored them, with absoluta lack of regard for 
the requirements of their respective States or districts. 

In arder to decide the above question it is necessary to conquer 
three power:f'ul factora of complicity which are obstacles to ita reali­
zation, whic� are:-

I.- Our yraditional indif erenoe in the exercise of our %ights to 
participate in political contesta. 

II.- The material interests created dur'ing the Revolutionary period 
�nd during.the present conatitutional period which ha.ve to seek their 
defensa, the most practical of which consista in creating entailed author­
ities with those interests in order to place collective interests second­·ary to them.

III.- The traditional error incurred by the majority of our Public 
Officials in believing, with more or less sincerity, that the Nation is 
faithfully servad by endeavoring to create a SUCCESSOR to whom the ad­
ministration of the Government may be entrusted because he is the only 
man capabla of. concluding his predecessor's task, which they could not

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terminate because of the limitad natura of his Period. Just as if the 
task of the head of a government could ever be considerad as terminated. 

OUR ECONOMJ:C PROBLEM: 
The favorable solution of this problem which is a very important one cannot be found in the raising of troces but rather in the reduction of 

appropriations, but this will not be practical until after the �acifica­
tion of the count.ry shall have been acoomplished. And in turn the paci­
fication will demand as its baaic condition the favorable solution of the fundamental problema to which I have referred above. · (And right here is where I demonatrate my assertion that those problema of a moral and 
political character· are linked with many other important problema hich 
follow the result of the formar.) 

�HE DEVELOPMENT OF JNTERNATIONAL POLICY SHALL BE 
FOUNDED ON 'lli� FOLLOWING BASIS: 

A.- The inviolability of our sovereignty as an independent people. -B.- Absoluta respect for the sovereignty and I�stitutiona of other 
countriea all over the world. !

c.- Complete recognition of all rights legitimately aoquired in our 
. country with absoluta observance of our laws by all foreigners. 

D.- To give all facilities to capitalista who may desire to invest 
their capital in O'Q.I" country for the development and exploitation 
of ita natural resourcea, always seeking the most practical and equitable manner to harmoniza the advantages that may be obtained b� capital, labor and the Government. 

E.- To see to it that foreigners residing in Mexico may enjoy in the most ample manner all the gu.aranteea and perrogativea granted by our lawa. 
· F.- A sincere tendency to strengthen and broaden our international

relations within the basis above outlined. 

Through this Manifesto I appeal to all citizens who may desire 
to cooperate with me in the defensa and consolidation of the prinoiples advanced and proclaimed by the Liberal Party during the recent armad 
movement which in such a dignified manner was headed by the Citizen 
Venustiano Carranza. 

' TO THE ARMY: 

I make a cordial appeal to all members of the army, from the 
most humble soldier to the of.ficer of highest rank who may not have sac­rifiaed their honor for the aake of luat for unworthy coirJ., . and who 
have not violated the principles of dignity,- to such men I appeal with the request that they unify their action which as citizens of our country and according to our lawa they have a right to do in the present 
political campaign, in favor of the man who is inspirad with the desire 
to make of the army a respeQtable anñ respectad institution and whose ambition it is to create a condition whereby the wrongs committed by some of its members may not reflect upan the dignity and morality of 
the army itself but rather that suoh wrongs may serve as a basis of 
prosecution of the individual responaible for the wrong that has been committed. 

I a.ni and shall be a loyal friend of the man who with their 
efforta and their blood responded to the call of the country at the 
time when Victoriano Huerta pretended to plunge the country into a state 
of disorder and chaos inasmuch as I take pride in saying that I ail one 
of those men myself; but I am and will be an irreconcilable enemy of

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those who pretend that their services should be paid for with the same liberties which Huerta had usurpad and which we swore to recovar and 
restore to the people. 

TO l1HE AUTHORITIES AND MEMBERS OF THE ARMY WRO PLEDGE THfil.SELVES: 

I wiah to ask the authorities and members of the army who pledge themselves to the sentiments expressed in this Manifesto to refrain absolutely from uaing its official character as a mea.ns of inducing 
the citizens who may be adversa to its teaohings to look upon it with favor orto give it their support; for the first thing that I shall demand of those who wish to be callad my supporters will be the full 
respect for the rights of others.

The triumph of the Liberal Party will serve to anchor the principles 
advanced and proclaime·d by the Revolution which have to rule the world, which tendencias oannot be held in check by the obstacles which material interests pr.etend to place before i t. 

Therefore, we must all aot. We must not contribute with our crimin­al indifferenoe to a national disaster. I repeat, we must all act togeth­er with our political creeds. Ido not demand that all the pe�ple should applaud me or pledge themselves to this Manifesto. No,- gentleman,- I have too liberal a spirit to desire that all the people should think alike. What I urge is this:- that no one shall remain indifferent to the situa­
tion a.nd on reading this Manifesto I wa.nt· them to become active; those who may be adverse to its sentiments should fight it with all their ener­gies and all their resources; and those who are in sympathy with its meaning should defend it and aupport it with all their resources and all their energies as well. 

e must not lose sight of the fact that only a decisiva political action will solve the present nat onal problem; without decisiva action it wili remain unsolved and the consequences ,vill be disastrous as has 
been demonstrated to us by our pas.t . record full of bitter teachings.-

It is time t6 act; the moment is a solemn one. The future of our country will be decided at the coming election. Our new-born democracy will become definitely consolidated, thereby cloaing the prolongad and shameful period of successive attempts to overthrow the government, treas­ons and other acta of an unlawful oharacter; or else it wi�l be violated 
from its very inception and through abuse and �mmorality the seed of the Revolution will be sown in the most productiva soil. 
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THE FOREGOING MANIFESTO HAVING BEEN CONCLUDED, I AM · GOING

FIRST: 
This Manifesto shall be sent to the press at Mexico City and to the 

presa in the capitals of the various States of the Republic. It should 
be printed in loose sheets by the supporters of the party n the most 
convenient form so as to give it the widest publicity throughout the coun­
try. 

SECOND: 
In each place where this Manifesto is published, proüided there are 

at least five citizens of the conimunity who are supporters of the party 
such people should get together in this number or more if possible and 
organize·and conduct a political meeting according to the following pro­
gram: 

A.- The Ma.nifesto should be read by one of the organizers or by a 
person designated by them. 

B.- One of the members of the Organiza.tion Committee will make an 
address. 

c.- The privilege to ta.ka the platform and express their political 
views shall be extended to ·as many as three of the citizens. 

D.- Pledges will be-taken of the citizens who desire to pledge their 
support to the party. 

E.- A vote will be cast among the citizens who have pledge themselves 
to give their support to the party for the purpose of designating 
a Board of Directora. 

F.- Taking of ·oath by the members of the Board. 
G.- Declaration of the founding of the Club.

BRANCH OFFICES OF THE ·suB-COJAJHTTEES. 
In the capitals of the States and Territories t e  Liberal Party shall 

establish its Organization Committee of the respective States or Territories. 
Branch Offices of the Sub-Committees subject to the jurisdiction of the 
6rganization Committees shall be established wherever necessary outside of 
the capitals· of the various States.and Territories. 

The Organization Committees established in the ca.pita.la of Sta.tes or 
Territories shall be subject to the jurisdiction of the Central Committee which shall be locate·d at Mexico City. 

REMOV.AL OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS. 
T e  removals of the local clubs shall be made thirty days after the 

date of their organization; ·those of the 6rganization Committees at the 
capitals of States and Territoriea forty-five da.ya after organization and 
that of the Central Committee at Mexico City sixty days after its organi­zatian. 

HOW REMOVAL IS TO BE. MADE. 
A special meeting shall be callad exclusively for that purpose and the 

designation sha.11 be made by a majority vote. The same appointments may be ratified if t e  majority so desires. 
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FOR THE DESI�N\TION OF THE ORGA.NIZATION COlilJITTEE OF THE 
LIBERAL PARTY AT MEXICO CITY THE FOLLOWING PROCEEDURE SH A.LL 
RE ADOP' ED: 

I.- A club shall be located in each of the electoral districts ac­
cording ·to the last division.that· was made for the election of members of 
Congresa, on �he initiative of five citizens who may be supportera of this 
Manifesto. 

II.- Each club referred to in the foregoing paragraph shall appoint 
a Representativa who shall be a member of the Central Committee of the 
Liberal Part.y. 

III.- Upon the appointment of all the representativas who shall compose 
the Grand Central Committee, they shall proceed to designate by secret vote the President, Vice-President and other neoessary offices. 

THE CO:M:MITTEE SHALL BE AUTHORIZED TO INCREASE ITS NUMBER 
IF IT SHOULD BE HECES;::5ARY TO DO SO AS VlELL AS TO DESIGNATE 
SUCH DUTIES AS MAY BE NECESSARY. 

Until such time as the Grand Central Committee shall have been organ­izad at Mexico City, the committees of-tbe States and Territories shall 
report to the office which will be duly established at Mexico City u.nder 
the name of "Temporary Office of the GRAND LIBERAL P.ARTY". 

THE FOLLOWING QUALIFICATIONS ARE NECESSARY IN ORDER TO 
BECOME A MEMEER OF A COMMITTEE OR OF A BOARD OF DIRECTORS 
OF ONE OF THE CLUBS: 

I.- To be a Mexican citizen with the free exercise of his rights. 
II.- Not to be a public official holding authority of any kind. 

III.- Not to be a militar ma.n in active s&rvice. 
We are no$ desirous of establiehing more than one club at each place but 

if by reason of the divisions already made, or ·on account of the density of the population or other considerations it should be necessary to esta­blish two or more, they shall be governed by the sama proceedure. 
EXISTING POLITICAL PARTIES OR CLUBS AFFILIATED WITH THE LIBERAL PARTY. 

In the event that such parties or clubs should be in sympathy with 
the spirit of this Manifesto, they may pledge themselves to give their 
support to it, either by conserving their organization or modifying it. 

For the modification of the organization at present held by pblitical 
groups who may desire to pledge their support to the liberal party, they 
shall follow the instructions given above, adopting the following proceedure. 

Call a public meeting·and follow the sama proceedure adoptad for the · 
organization of a club or. committee, with the only difference, that in this 
event the Board of Directora shall be of the party or club that presidea 
the meeting, at the close of the meeting the club to b� presided by such 
Board as may be elected and will take the corresponding name. 

FOR THE LOCAL CLUBS. 
When more than one commi ttee is installed in the capital of State.s and Territories, the local clubs shall have the right to pledge themselves to which ever committee they may prefer. 

• MINUTES: 
In the minutes of organization meetings or of similar meetings, the names of the five ci t·izens who ini tiated the clubs or commi ttees should be 
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of record, likewise the name of thpse elected to the Board of Directora, 
the name of the Club, the names of the various speakers, the date, place, 
etc. should be a matter of record.

The Local Clubs shall forward a copy of their organization chartere to 
the Committee headquarters of the Capital in each State or Territory, and an additional copy to the headquarters in Mexico City, and keep the original 
charter on file. 

FINANCES: 
All Committees or Clubs shall finance themselves for their own expenses p

always bearing in mind that they shall nevar accept a single dallar of cam­
paign money that might obligate the organization to extend favors to any one. 
All persona who ma.y desire to make donations for tñe expenses of the party 
shall receive as an only compensation the satisfaction of serving the common 
interests.
