There had been then twenty-seven new 
cows in the 1000-pound fat list of that 
breed's Advanced Register during the pre­
ceding eighteen months. The Pacific Coast 
had just one-third, the N ortheastern Sta tes 
one-third, the Middle West eight and 
Montana one. 

If climate had anything fundamentally 
to do with these high records, why should 
California have all but one of the Holstein 
1000-pound butterfat records that had 
been made on the Pacific Coast and Oregon 
ali the Jersey records but one? And why 
was there not a riot of 1000-pound Hol­
stein records from the Salt River Valley of 
Arizona, ideal Holstein country. 

The world's record of butterfat produc­
tion is ·held by an Australian Shorthorn. 

N othing doing any more then on the 
climate claim as a stimulant for big dairy 
records. You can make 'em produce any­
where if you feed 'em right and have the 
right critters to feed. 

You cannot get high production out of 
a dairy cow unless she has been bred for it.
