My dear General Obregon:

Your letter of December 2 has Jjust reached me, demounstrating again
your great esteem for Secretary Hoover. It is our hope that he will
be nominated by the Republicans and that he will be elected next
November., At this time, however, due largely to the fact that many
Republicans hope that President Coolidge may be induced to accept
another term, Secretary Hoover has not authorized any formal state-
ment in behalf of his candidacy. As a member of the President‘'s
Cabinet he might find it embarrassing, as you will readily see, to find
himself strongly discussed as a candidate before all question of the
President's candidacy has been removed. It is my opinion that Mr.
Coolidge is definitely out of the race by his own determination and
THE TIMES is proceeding on that assumption to do what it can for Iir.
Hoover. In view of the situation as it now exists, it seems to me
that a statement by you expressing your regard for Mr. Hoover can be
of much greater service to him later in the campaign. I know how
mach he would value such an expression from you and I shall take the
liberty of reminding you of your generous suggesiion when, as I see
it, such a statement will be most useful.

The people of the United States on the whole are heartily in favor
of electing Mr. Hoover as the successor to Mr. Coolidge, but the
politicians, who do not understand Hoover's great qualities, and
who find him unsympathetic toward their political schemes, are not
disposed to support him. This makes difiicult the task of assuring
his nomination in a convention which the political experts hope to
control, Nevertheless, his supporters will conduct a fight for
him with every expectation of winning.
