This afternoon our trustees approved an appropriation
of $12,500 for use by the Colegio up to June 30, 1949, under the
headings of salary - $8,600, travel and incidental expense - $2,000,
books and materials — $1,900. You will have an official letter on
fhis from the Secretary of the Foundstion very soon.

I believe I should write supplementing my telegram of
today in order to cover a point in the enclosed letter of Professor
Alongo, given in translation. You will note that we have allowed a
salary at the rate of $300 monthly covering all the months from
March, 1947, until June 30, 1949, presumably for Professor Lida. The
smount for travel and incidental expense is more than the antiecipated
need for himself and his family. I have secured a change in our
first proposal intending that the salary should be for Professor
Lida alone. If you are ready to assume both of these salaries on
the budget of the Colegio by the terminal date and to mmke up any
supplement of the expected fellowship for Mor{nige, you can act on
that basis. It would seem this is the only prompt way of action.

I have sent Professcr Alonso a copy of this note, and
he of course will discuss the question with Berrien.

Dear Dr. Stevens:

I am sorry to have to write you some bad news about the plans under
way. It is sbout Morinigo. It seems that in spite of all the good will of
Mr. Moe, he has not been able to speed up the rather slow-moving regulations
concerning the granting of fellowships, und only in June will they be able to
give him definite word, as they have just written to Morinigo. This means that
Horinigo would not be able to start his fellowzhip before September (in the
hoped-for event that he is granted one). I see two inconveniencesin this,
of suificient importance to concern you, and am therafore writing you. The first
ig that sinee Morinigo will be idle f{rom November 1946, and since the fellowship
will be enough to live on here but not to support hisz family, he will not begin
to work snd earn money for the family wntil approximately July 1948 (Morinigo
only has savings to last a few months), The second inconvenience is not of a
personal nature, bul concerns our proposed Institute, as it will be without
Morinigoe for too long at the most éritical time, in the beginning. If it were
financially possible for The Rockefeller Foundation or for Mexico, and if the
idea were mcceptable to you and to Dr, Alfonso Rayes, I would arrange to bring
Hlor{nigo to Mexico at the same time as Lida, Morinigo could start immediately
the manuseript of the historical indigenous dictionary, and after & time (if
the Guggenheim Foundation agreed to postpome the fellowship for & year, for
exsmple) Morinige would go to the United States to carry out the original idea,
The manuscript of the dictionzry would not be interrupted by this procedure

as he would leave enough work If'or editorisl writers.

Dear Dr. Reyes:

Your letter of April 20 comes to me since Stevens sailed last
week for an extended series of visits in Burope.

I can see on reviewing the correspondence that there has been
no direct answer to the question ralsed in your letter of March 15, about
the possibility of further support for the work of Dr. Lida after Junme 30, 1949,
In the meantime, as you point out, any balance remaining in the current
grant, RF 47026, now, by the extension which Stevens reported in his
letter of April 7, becomes available until June 30, 1950. But that
balance, as you note, will suffice only for further book purchases and not
for the continuation of Dr. Lida's salary at the rate of $300 monthly.

While all of us here have been acquainted with this project,
it is after all Stevens who has had the most to do with it. And I am afraid
that we must defer further discussion of what, if anything, the Foundation
could do toward the further support of Dr. Lida's work until we have been
able to get Stevens's advice. Unfortunately I doubt that we can be in
touch with him before the middle of May, since he is leaving London almost
as I write this letter for rapid travel through Austria and Germany,
during which he has no fixed mailing addresses.

In the meantime, I know there is one question which perhaps we
should go ahead to canvass. Is it indeed the case that the College of
Mexico cannot expect to bring any of its resources to the support of
Dr, Lida's work until 1952 I kmow how gladly the Foundation contributed
toward his salary through an initial three-year period. But I confess
it comes as a bit of a surprise that similar aid is requested over another
period of equal length, running to a total of six years. In short, is it
not possible that in subsequent years some funds of the College could be
utilized for this purpose even before July, 1952, when I gather from your
letter the College is prepared to assume entire responsibility for Dr. Lida's

work?

Dear My, Marshall:s:

I am giad that you had expressed yourself quite frankly
in your letter of Ap®il 26 in regerd to our request for the
maintainance of Mr, Lida's salary after next June,

You say that our request comes as a bit of a surprise
to you, and you are quite right, To 2 certain extent there
was surprise even for us, who know quite intimately the
daily march of our Colegio.

In the first place I wonder whether you know that last
year we recelved from the Foundation 7,000 dollars less than
we had imagined, due to what 1t must have been 2 misunder-
standing on our part. As I said in due time to %our Comptrol-
ler, El Coleglo could not press its point of view in this
matter, but at the same time it could not help to close last
year's budget with a considersble deficit which we have
to carry over for at least two more years., Then, 28 you
know, the Mexican peso went down 67 o/o against the Ameriecan
dollar, which means a rising cost of living for all concern-
ed and the impossibility of paying now in Mexican pesos a
salary whieh was intended to be paid in dollars.

Within this frame, let me add that Mr, Lida is a2 full
time worker at El Colegio, which means he does not want to
go outslde to earn a complement to his sslary, and even he
wanted and El Colegio was willing he did so, he could
gcarcely have any success if you consider that the National
Universlty of Mexico pays its proffessors ten dollars a
month at the present rate of exchange,

I am aware that the whole situation is far from agre-
eable, but it is a real situation we have to face, I present
it to you for further study and resolution on your part,
in due time,
