Noting that agrangments are making for citizens of liexice to scttle
on the cotton plantations of the United States of North Lmerica to replace
the Negroes who because unbearable conditions have mlgrated north,would
it be the policy of your government to admit honest,thrifiy,selfrespecting
Negroes to settle permanently in the vicinity of Torreon? There,families
would take up or purchase¢ land not to excecd 25 acres to the family, and
in due time become naburalized eitizens of Meiico, proud of the title.

‘We are aware that white men from our country in the past have e¢xplolt=
ed your belovéd and heroic country. But Negroes have not learned, nor are -
they inclined to learn, to do that. We, Negroes, are tired of receiving
slaps in the face, and being subject to outragcous discriminations, regards

less of superior ability, simply because we are not full descendents of

Europe&ans. Your motto:"We want less war and more work" hias gripped us, as
