Work proceeds slowly on the second volume. Two young women are checking the
manuscript and I have rechecked all but the final 5,000 entries. One index has
been prepared, but the more difficult nindice de materias" remains to be done.

I was promised that Lilia Diaz would undertake that assignment, but she was diverted
to complete the third volume of her series on Franco-Mexican diplomatic materials.
Now that this is done, I hope that she will be permitted to work on the index.

Aside from the normal desire to see one's work out and available to scholars--
and this is clearly more intense after so much time has elapsed--there is the con-
sideration that the effective use of the first volume requires both the indices
which will be in the second volume and the additional articles which will carry
cross-references to topics in the first volume.

If I can make the necessary arrangements, I'1l come to Mexico for several weeks
this summer in an effort to see what can be done to expedite the completion of the
undertaking. If I do manage to get to Mexico, I hope that it will be possible for
you to see me.

I hope that this finds you and yours well. Please remember me to your dis-
tinguished senora and to Ema and her husband.
